PEACE PRIZES.
A  correspondent wants to ‘learn
something  about the Nobel prizes

and why is that ex-President Roose-
velt won the Peace Prize of $40,000,
for which he has recently made ack-
nowledgement, while the late King
Edward has been so much spoken of
as the world’'s Peacemaker. The like
question may have occurred to other
persons.

The Nobel prizes owe their origin
to the Swedish inventor Nobel, who
accumulated a fortane from his inven-
tions of nitro-glycerine and dyna-
mit. He created a fund of $9,200,000
which he invested and directed that
the yearly earnings should be divided
into five prizes, open for competition
to the entire world. The prizes are
allotted to the persons making the
most important discoveries in physics
or medical science, or making the
