Our ex-
port trade had been deliberately
cut down and we had to import
vast quantities of food and raw
materials. One million homes had
been destroyved, and great ship-
ping and other losses had been
incurred.  Food was even shorter
than in wartime because we had
to look after Europe as well as
ourselves. On top of that we had
a vast chain of overseas commit-
ments  stretching around the
globe. Those circumstances added
together set us the biggest prob-
lem we have had to face in our
history.”

No Question of “Survival”

8ir Alexander went on to em-
phasize the fact that the question
of Britain’s “survival” was not in-
volved, “We never look at it that
way,” he sald. “It is an uphill
struggle, but we have no doubt as
to the final outcome.”

“In 1946 we can look back on a
year of very considerable suc-
cess,” he added. “In the first
place, we got our demobilization
through very quickly indeed, from
6,000,000 to 1500000 people; all
absorbed into civillan life,and the
whole plan worked very smoothly
The wheels of industry began to
turn again, Until we got re-
established we had to obtain cre-
dits from our principal suppliers.
