SOMEWHERE IN SICILY, July
26— (Delayed)—(CP Cable) — In
frontline  town, poverty-
stricken Italian citizens in the
battle-scarred main street received
the news of Mussolini's resignation
as Italian leader with shouts of
“bravo, bravo.”

Their exultation ran wild in a
riot of joy.

They grabbed the hands of my-
selt and a Canadian soldier, shak-
ing them like triphammers, patted
us on the back and cried out in a
flood of Italian “down with Muss-
olini, death to the Duce.”

The citizens milled around the
maln street, with the hulk of a des-
troyed German tank still at one
corner, gesticulating wildly, laugh-
ing and shouting. It was one of the
most unexpected, spontaneous
scenes I have ever witnessed.

This reception took me by
surprise.

“V” sign in the march from the
coast and sometimes cheer the
invaders, But this was some-
thing I hoped I might see some
day but never really expected
—a group of people in a Fascist
country expressing whole-
hearted relief at the collapse of
their dictator and the chance
they see ahead for freedom,

United Nations
Will Demand
Italian Bases

WASHINGTON, July 27—(AP)—

Navy Secretary Frank Knox hinted
today that the onrushing Allies
might demand strategic bases on
the Italian Peninsula mainland
for air and sea attacks on Ger-
many, as part of any price of
peace.

In response to questions at his
press conference, Knox said Italy
possessed strategic positions useful
to the Allies for “Certain purposes.’
He sald bases set up on the Pen-
insula would be extremely useful
for an advance across the Adriatic

Germany,

While disclaiming any ‘“‘exclusive
information” on the  situation
Knox sald “the appearance of
things indicates probably some at-
tempt at taking Italy out of the
war,” and expressed the opinion
that “it will come in the reason-
ably near future,”

In response to a question, he said
he meant an attempt by King Vic-
tor Emmanuel and Marsnal Bad-
oglio, successor to Mussolini,

Meantime the United States of-
fice of war information went one
step further in clarification of the
official attitude of the United
States toward the new Italian Re-
ime, with the declaration that it
s regarded as an enemy, the same
as the Mussolini government.

“This Italian government,’ an O.
W.I. official sald, “composed as it
is mostly of people .formerly as-
sociated with PFascism, declared as
one of its first acts allegiance to
Hitler and the Axis, and therefore
is an enemy of the United Nations,
and the war will go on to uncon-
ditional surrender.”
