From the very
commencement the King had given
most solemn assurance that Greece
had not and mnever could cherish
designs against the Allles.

reign. Yet, in spite of this, he per
sonally had been treated in a manner
that caused him the deepest pain.

There was a party in Greece which
had been always desirous of Greek
intervention. hese ~people never
really grasped the situation or realised |
the dangers that intervention wouldi
lead to.

The attack upon the Dardanelles
was a gamble which might or might
not succeed, but Greece’s position had
not allowed her to run such risks, nor
was the Balkan policy of the Allies at
any time a very definite one. Suppose
Greece had joined the Allies and
suppose subsequently the Allies had
decided to reduce their action or retire
altogether. In what' position would
Greéce have been left?

FOUND POLAR RECORDS.

OTTAWA, Dec. 6.—News of the dis-
covery by the Canadian explorer Ste-
fansson, of records left by one of the
Franklin search parties on the same
date sixty-two years ago, is contained
in the detailed report of his explora-
tions received by the Naval Service
Department. The records were those
left by McClintock, an explorer who
headed one of the parties which went
in search of Franklin in 1853. Curi-
ously they were found by Stefansson
on exactly the same date as they were
deposited, June 15.

By another coinctdence McClintock’s
records left in a cavern near Cape
McClintock, /tell of the explorer’s in-
tention to travel three days westward
in search of new land. Stefansson,
instead travelled three days north and
made his discovery of a hitherto un-
known land, as has been recorded.

In the cavern were various records,
some of which were illegible. Those
recorded the fact that MecClintock’s
party were all well, had already ex-
amined the south-east coast and were
ibout to proceed west.

Stefansson is now in camp on the
north end of Banks Land, if he has
1t already reached Prince Patrick's
[sland. At the latter place he expects
to establish a winter hase as far north

as possible. In February he will start
in exploring trip over the ice of Beau-
fort Sea. The explorer is ol the
spinion that the new land he has dis-
