Chewing Gum
Reduces Tension

By Dr. Morris Fishbein

It has been suggested repeatedly
that one of the chief benefits of
smoking and chewing gum is their
value as outlets for inoreaced ten-
sion, It has been said that most
habitual movements of the body
represent release of such inner
tension,

Fldgeting, wriggling and gum-
chewing are examples of move-
ments which may be beneficial to
the human body because they re-
lease excess pressure.

Recently psychologists at Colum-
bia University made a study of 20
people over a pertod of 20 days to
find out just how much chewing
served' as a means of relaxation.

It was necessary first of all to
find some measurement of tension
or strain. This was done by watch-
g each one r the persons con-
cerned ‘throughout a working day
and recording restless movements.

In many of these subjects it was,

found that tension as measured by
decrease of restless movements was
decreased about 10 per cent during
chewing.

Studies were also made to deter-
mine whether induigence in such
a habit had any relations to fa-
tigue. Fatigue produces increased
psychologic tension. When people
are tired from over-work and over-
strain, the use of tea or coffee
seems to increase tension. On the
other hand, it was found in these
studies, chewing tended to decrease
tension. The amount of muscular
effort involved 1s hardly suffieient
o increase fatigue.

A study was also made to find
out whether ohewing during work
would interfere in any way with the
work output because of this de-
crease of tension, It was found that
with the possible exception of work
in which & wholly new performance
is being learned, chewing while
working does not interfere with the
output. Indeed, in some kinds of
work, llke number checking and
typing, the work is sald to be facill-
tated.

This new sclentific evidence will
be good news to the manufacturers
of chewing gum. Prof. H. L. Hol-
lingsworth, under whose d'rection
these studies were made, says that

these studies throw some
light on the striking fact that dur-
ing the last ten or more tense
years, chewing gum manufacturers
have enjoyed greater prosperity.

Urges Island Farmers
To Destroy Parasites

“There is no excuse for the
istence of the warble fly in this
Province and Prince Edward Island
can lead the Dominion in the
destruction of this insect,” said Dr.
W. E. Swales, Parasitologist of
MacDonald's College, Ste. Anne de
Bellevue, Que,, in an address to
Island farmers in Prince of Wales
College last night. The subject of
Dr. Swales talk was, “Parasites in
Livestock.”

In introdicing the speaker, Mr.
W. R. Shaw. Deputy Minister of
Agriculture, referred to the need of
control of parasites in Island live-
stock and with this purpose in
mind the Department had enlisted
the services of T'r. Swales, a man
who had been highly recommended
as an authority along this line.

The co-operation of farmers is
necessary if the research workers
are to apply their findings in an
effective way for the elimination
of parasites in livesbock Dr
Swales stated.

In the case of cattle, it is pos-
sible to eliminate the parasite well
known as the warble fly. In ex-
plaining the cyrle of this parasite,
Dr. Swales said, “the fly attacks
the animals in the summer. lays
its eggs on hairs, the eggs hatch,
the young grubs penetrate the
skin and begin a long journey
through the animal’s body. In the
spring the grubs have grown and
they appear as grubs in the back.
In this cycle they have harmed
milk and meat production and have
ruined the best part of the hide.
There is no excuse for their pres-
ence on Prince Edward Island.
When they are in the backs in
March, April and May, they can
be destroyed by a single applica=-
tion of a solution of a Derris Pow-
der. However, EVERY owner of
cattle must do this in order to
eradicate the pest completely.”

In reference to parasites among
horses, the parisiteologist had the
follcwfng to say:—

Parasites In Horses

“The horse is an important victim
of certain pests, prominent among
which are the bots, roundworms,
strongyles and pinworms. A planned
campalgn can control bots and

gworms; however, the only drug
which will kill them is dangerous
unless wsed properly under profess-
jonal supervision. It always
been my firm opinion that the saf-
est and best method is for the far=-
mers to organize into groups and
to present their horses for treat-
ment, at s selected centre. A veter=
inarian will visit such centre and
for a nominal charge will treat the
horses. Other methods of  confrol
are preventative; a rcutine of clip-

ing of bot fly eggs from the nose,
roat and legs every evening in
July, August and September is a
geod measure. Rubblng the eggs
with a cloth soaked in vinegar has
{)roved to be of value. Dict and pas-
ure rotation is important; an iron
deﬂciel’lcy helps the worm, for ex-
e

Dealing with sheep Dr. Swales
said sheep are severely affected by
worms and “the biuestone -nicotine
drench can eliminate stomach worm
disease if used at the correct times
of the year; it is very necessary to
treat all breeding stock before they
g;) 13(0 Lpe ‘winter-cleaned’ pastures
ay’

‘We have recently been able to
develop a method of treating sheep
for the prevention of Nodular Dis-
case and most other harmful par-
asites, and it is believed and hcped
that we will be able to make this
new treatment available to  sheep
owners in the near future.”

Stresses Sanitation

Dr. Swales was not in favor of
powder treating pigs for parasites
and said, “while I have streszed the
importance of treatments for sheep,
1 am going to discourage the treat-
ment of pigs. The common round-
worm is the meost important para-
site of pigs on the Island. It is dif-
ficult to remove by simple remedies
and too much reliance should not be
placed in such methods. Powders
will often have an excellent effect
in promoting thriftiness in pigs, but
they are not satisfactory for  the
removal of parasites if used alone
for this purpose, Luckily, round-
worm infection is quite easily pre-
vented by ~ simple sanitation and
this together with adequate rations
complete with mineral supplements,
will help to maintain the excellent
reputation of Island hogs.”

“Prevent infection of the young
pigs until they are 16 weeks old and
your asite worries are over. Care-
ful preparation of a farrowing pen
by scalding with hot water, and re-
peatln{ the process of sterilizatiém
each three weeks, is very effective.”

In his concluding remarks, Dr.
Scales stressed the importance of
having healthy animals as it is hard
to infect a healthy animal and im-
possible to infect healthy poultry.
At conclusion of the address a
discussion relative to the subject
was held with the farmers discuss-
ing their problems with the paris-
iteologist.
