Squash bugs are reddish brown
to black, thee-quarter inch long.
They lay egg clusters on under
side of leaves, and can be con-
trolled by pyrethrum or rotenone
Spgiﬁ’ olt\'( dl}st. -

e Mexican bean beetle 1{s a
black sheep of the Lady Bug fam-
ily. Coppery brown, 8 black spots
on each wing cover; it eats vines
anc lays yellow egg clusters on un-
der side of leaves, which hatch out
into larvae with  voracious
ties.  Plants must be thoroughly
sprayed or dusted with rotenone or
arsenic,

Tomato worms are green cater-
pillars  with conspicuo yellow
markings, three to four inches long.
The worm eats tomato leaves but
is easily picked off, or killed by a
rotenone or arsenic spray or dust.

The corn ear worm is a caterpil-
lar two inches long, striped anc
marked green and brown, hatched
from eggs lald on the young silk.
Inject one-quarter teaspoonful of
medical mineral oil in the silk
channel of each ear soon after pol-
lination.

Catbage worms are pale green
caterpillars one and one-quarter
inch long. hatched from ezgs laid
by white butterflies, which are
founc on cabbage, cauliflower and
other members of the cabbage fam-
ily. Dust with rotenone or calciym
arsenate,

4th Strongest
Air Power

LONDON, June 1 —(CP Cable)—
Alr Secretary Sir Archibald Sin-
clair today told the House of Com-
mons that Canada will emerge
fror1 the war the fourth strongest
military air power in the world.

He made the statement in speak-
ing in a debate on postwar civil
aviation, telling the House that the
British government would pursue
discussions with the Dominions but
could not tell them what to do. He
presumably referred to Britain, not
the United States and Russia as
being the leading air powers ahead
of Canada.

Former nurses and midwives now
in the British forces are to be asked
to return to practice in civilian life,
The goverment ministries concern-
ed are ready to release them because
Britain is short 10,000 nurses.
