NORTH SYDNEY, N. S., Nov 4
—The northwest gale which did
such damage at this port on Tues-
day, caused even greater havoc
in the fishing villages of the north
ern parts of the Island, according
to information brought here today
by George J. Brewer, of Bay St
Lawrence. Brewer with three com
panfons, Raymond Whitley, Joun
A. Mclsaac and Benson Mclsaac,
all of the Bay St. Lawrence, are
bound to the Maine lumber woods
for the winter.
According to the story told by
Mr, Brewer the gale caused. tre:
mendous seas whijch rolled into
Bay St. (Lawrence and washed
away practically everpthing along
the shore. Three boat houses at
Wreck Cove and one At Bay St.
Lawrence were demolished, three
motor boats were lost and three
men almost lost their lives when
a glant' comber went through the
boat .house im which they were,
and wased them out throughthe
back wall, which it tore away like
so much paper., A third man wio,
saw the wave coming clung o a
rope suspended from the loft of
the house and escaped a ducking.
The boat houses demolished at
Wreck Cove belonged to John
Donaghue, Joseph T, Burton and
W. Capstick. ! f
