8ir.—Gallas Point}s the name by
which is known the Southwestern ex-
| tremity of an almost level or géntly
undulating peninsula on the southern
.coast of Prince Edward Ilsland, suvr-
‘rounded very nearly by the waters of
Orwell and Pownal Bays anc .he
strehms which empty into them. The
origin of the name s lost in the dis-
tant past—bupied with the first of
the: white men who felled the trees and
cultivated with rude implements the
patehes of charred land surrounding
the log cabing which they caned
‘home. The coast line is low . and
great stretches of sand extend far
out at ebb tide. In some’ places this
sand outlines marshy deposits = of
considerable depth which in an earl-
ier age formed part of the solid land.
'At intervals the sand .is broken by
reefs of brown sandstone intermixed
with grey and purple beds and bands
of conglomerate. In these beds are
silicified trunks of a conifer or pine
tree identical w ith a species abund-
ant in. the upper coal formation of
!Nova Scotia. In some instances
these trunks have been carbonized or
converted into coal. Three spectes of
calamites occur, resembling in their
markings those ‘which belong to the
coal formation. ' Iron ore of fair
quality is also to be found and some
beds of concretionary limestone. The
formation has long been regarded as
a peculiar group, lying in the axis
of an anticlinal and assigned by
Dawson and Ells to the Upper Car-
- boniferous series. The dip is in a
southeasterly / - direction  until it
changes, and the rocks lie at angles
of 8 to 10 degrees. Because of this
low angle of dip the depth at which
the coal beds lie can be learned only
by drilling.

For many years a belief,strong and
persistent has prevailed that mineral
wealth is to be found there if a test
were made. This can be accomplish-
ed by insisting as you have suggest-
ed that the geological survey be com-
pleted. It is difficult to believe,
though the evidence points that way,
that deliberate injustice ' is being
done us by thg federal government
because we are weak,—that we must
struggle " to obtain fair and ‘;ust
treatment to which we are entitled
as loyal subjects of a mighty empire
whose flag is the aegis of civil  lib-
erty,
