queer bills and pouches, they would

be rather good looking. As it is,
they make a gyaceful sight when
flying in a floc'(. Their wings are
strong, and they are powerful flyers.
Some of them measure eight feet
from wing-tip to wing-tip.
Pelicans aré most often seen
along the Gulf coast, though there
are some which range the shores of
both the Atlantic and the Pacific.
Many pelicans fly inland during the
spring nesting ‘season.

The American .pelican is mainly
white, but sometimes he has pink,
yellow or purplish feathers. This
bird is not a good diver because of
the air bubbles beneath this plum-
age which keep him above water
almost, like a cork. Another mem-
iber of the family, the brown pelican,
is not held up in that manner ,and
'shows skill at plunging for food.
