ORANGE FOOL

A deliclous orange “fool” is made
with the jgice of five large oranges,
one tablespoon sugar and the yolks
of two eggs.

Mix altogether and stir over
gentle heat until the mixture
thickens; do not let it boll, Serve
in custard glasses.

Ham and Potato Casserole

1 centre slice ham

38 medium onlons

6 med’um potatoes

1 teaspoon mustard

1-2 cup brown sugar

Milk

Mehtod: Wipe the ham and cut
it intS pleces of servng size.
Sprinkle each plece with the mus-
tard and arrarge in the bottom of
a good sized %1isercle, Press the
brown sugar over the meat, then
add the potstoes and onions alter-
nately in layers. These chould be
sliced as thin as possible and if
you soak the potatoes first in cold
water for an hour, then drain, they
are not so apt to curdle in the milk.

Add enough milk to barely cover
the potatoes and on'ons. Dot with
butter and cover the baking d'sh.
Bake in a moderate, 350 deg. F.
oven for about 1 1-4 hours, until
the potatoes are creamy and tender

Remove the cover durng the last
half hour to brown the potatees,

and when done, turn out onto a
|large platter so that the ham
slices are on the top.

Be sure to use a good s'zed cas-
serole for this so the milk won't
boil over. That makes s"ch a bad
oven to wash up, but if you keep
the heat to 350 deg. F. there isn’t
|much danger unless vou are using
too small a baking dish.
