Plan War-time
Election Bill
For Canada

OTTAWA, Oct. 22—A war-time

election bill is being drafted, it
was learned today, to be ready
when Parliament reassembles,
probably in January. The object

of the bill will be to ensure, in
case of a general federal election,
that each soldier on active service
shall have his vote counted in the
constituency in which he was
domiciled before he enlisted.

Many observers here express the
view if Premier Maurice Duplessis
and his Government are victorious
in Wednesday's Quebec elections
the Dominion Government
feel called upon to appeal to the
electors before another mecting of
Parliament. In that case the pres-
ent law would be in effect which
requires a voter to vote in the
polling sub-division in which he
was domiciled. Solders who are
away from their homes will have
to raturn if they ave to vote.

The contents of the new draff
bill is a closely guarded secret but
is designed to meet scme of the
objecticns which cauzed such con-
wroversy over the war-time elec-
tins act under which the 1917
khaki election was conducted.

One of the cbjections of the 1917
act was that voters in the army
| might, in certain circumstances,
leave it to election officlals to de-
cide to which constituencies their
vetes were to be allocated. It was
claimed tinis praclice was abused.

The new bill, it is understood.
will propose that each enlisted
man state his last personal ad-
dress before he was mobilized and
this would decide the constituency
to which his vote would go. The
vote would be taken wherever the
soldler was serving on election
day and forwarded to his home
constituency,
