It is & most interesting and
accurate account of life in the Ger-
man capital with observations on
itg people, ways anc¢: moods during
the first years of war. He describes
very graphically the loot which the
Germans brought back from the
conquered countries, This is one
passage: “Berlin charwomen and
housema'ds began  wearing silk
stockings from the boulevards of
Paris as an every day thing, point-
ing to them and saying, ‘From my
Hans at the front.”

The first winter of the Norweg-
fan campaign the streets were fill-
ed with luxurious silver fox fur
coats wrapped around gleeful
servant maids. A soldier coming
home on leave carried baskets,
cardboard boxes and cheap suit-
cases filled to overflowing. That
was what the horrors of war were
like in Berlin. War was almost
fun, like a football game except
that you got more out of jt. Shoes,
hams, woo.en sweaters, fine gowns
were crained out of the serf lands
with careless abanden.”
