The sad news of the death of
their son, Lieut. Edward August-
ine (Ted) Wilson, in action in
Normandy, has been received. by
his parents, Mr. and Mrs, Albert
Wilson, city.
reported as missing. The follow-
ing letter from the senior survive
ing officer of Ted's battalion, pay-
ing trioute to his soldierly qual-
ities, has just been received:
“11th Royal Scots Fusiliers, B.L.A.

“21 July.
“Dear Mr. Wilson:

“I am second in command of
this battalion and write to tell
you how very sorry we all are that
your son has lost his life in this
cause we are fighting.

“The Colonel, himself, would
normally have written but he re-
grettably was himself killed later.

“Your son was not very long
with us and he had gone out with
his platoon to deal with some of
these vile Boche when it happen-
ed. He led his platoon well, as
is shown by the fact that they
were successful in their job, and
even after he was killed did all
they were meant to do.

“So you will realize that he died
as I feel he would have liked to
if it had to happen, namely fight-
ing the Boche in a show of his
own, I may say thst the platoon
well and truly beat the Boche up.

“I wish I knew more about your
son and had seen more of "him
than I did, so that I could tell you
more things about him from per-
sonal contact.
“He was a cheery fellow and
great loss to us, .
“But for your sake I'm particu-
larly sorry. It is ‘always a shock
and a great sorrow when anything
like that occurs.
“We are all lost in admiration
at the Canadian officers volun-
teering in the way they have to
come over here—and I don't know
what we would do without the
alert vigour they produce.
“It is a wonderful show and all
I suggest is that you should be as
truly proud of your son as we are
in this battalion. o
