Weeks La_rceny Case
Receives Hearing.

MONDAY MORNING SESSION
At yesterday morning'’s session of

‘|the Supreme Court, the case of the

King vs. Frank Weeks, indicted for
larceny was heard, His Lordship
Mr. Justice Haszard presiding. The
Crown was represented by Attorney
General Saunders. .

The charge in the indictment was
that the accused had stolen a cream
separator from the custody of the
C. 7N R. at Winsloe early in July,
1927,

The Attorney General addressed
the jury on behalf of the Crown,
outlining briefly the salient points
of the evidence which the Crown
proposed to present.

The first witness called for the
Crown was Armand Goulet, separ-
ator salesman of Montreal. As Mr.
Goulet spoke only in French he was
heard through an interpreter, Frank
Doiron.

The witness testified as' follows:

I live in Montreal, and am a
travelling salesman for the De Lav-
al Separator Co.

When the separator in 'question
was shipped the shipper was sick,
and I took his place. I remember
that I shipped four separators to
John MacInnes during that month,
T made out the bill myself.

(Some  dc its  were 3
and identified by the witness as
bills of lading for the separators,
the serial numbers ‘shown being the '
same as those on the separators.)

He went on to say that he had
shipped the goods personally, via
the C. N. R. about June 25th. A
record is kept of the serial numbers,
the purpose of which is to keep ‘a
record of the separators sent ofit.
These serial numbers are never re-
peated. !

A separator was, brought = frito
court, and identified by witness  as
one of those sent to MacInnes. He
found the serial number both on
the bowl and on the body. He slso
identified a box produced as a box
in which De Laval separators are
boxed; a sign produced as a De
Laval sign. One of these signs 1is
placed in the box with each separ-
ator, when it is crated for shipment.

Cross examined by Mr. Mathieson.
He stated that he had had eight
years experience as shipper in the
De Laval Offices. The bill was made
out on the 25th, and the goods sent
out on the 26th or 27th. It is a
large concern, and there are seven
employed in the shipping depatt-
ment. About this time of year, they
would ship about twenty per day.
