Early September Set
For General Synod
Of Anglican Church

(By The ‘Canadian Press)
OTTAWA, Feb. 9 — Most Rev.
George Frederick Kingston, Angli-
can Archbishop of Nova Scotia
and Primate of all Canada, an-
nounced today that the general
synod of the Anglican Church will
be held in Halifax in early Sep-
tember, 1949.

At a press conference, the Pri-
mate sald it was decided this
week 'by church authorities to
hold the synod in Halifax where
the oldest Anglican Church in
Oanada, St. Paul's, will celebrate
its 200th anniversary.

This will be the Primate's first
general synod since his election to
succeed the late Primate Derwyn
T.. Owen.

Archbishop Kingston  said that
the general synod will present a
memorial to mark the 200th an-
niversary of St. Paul's which was
established as a royal foundation
in 1749, The ancient wooden church
is still intact and it is believed to
be one of the oldest Protestant
churches in the British overseas
Dominions. }

Turning to the question of union
of Protestant churches in Canada,
the Primate sald all parties be-
leve in the ultimate sccomplish.

Steam Generator. Cars
- For P.E. Island Service

MONCTON, Feb, 9—The first
steam generator car to be bullt
in Canada was officially inspected
here today by J. P, Johnson, vice
president and general manager,
Atlantic Region, C.N.R. and D. V.
Gonder, general superintendent of
motive power and car equipment
It is the first of two to be built
for use in connection with the
operation of diesel-electric loco-
motives in passenger service on
the C.N.R, system and will set tie
pattern for others.

To heat the trains in wintert-
time, the new steam tender was
designed and built by the C.N.R.«
own engineers and workers in the
Moncton shops, sald Mr. Johnson.
This first unit is golng into ser-
vice on P.EI lines which are be-
ing dieselized to help relieve a
water shortage problem and to re-
duce the number of cars needed
to carry rallway fuel and permit
the handling of increased com-
mercial traffic moving from the
Island on the new car ferry.

The steam generator tender 13
entirely self-contained and oper-
ates automatically. K--:has a. 22
horsepower, two  cylinder diese!
engine directly connected to a 12
kilowatt electric tle tamper 70
volt generator and supplies power
for fue] ignition, blower fans, con-
trols, lighting, air compressor and
ba‘sery charging. The ailr com-
pressor has a free air capacity ol
16 cubic feet per minute and s
driven by a three horsepower elec-
tric tle tamper 64 wvolt mota:
which provides air for-atomization.
The oll-fired boiler bhas a capa-
city of 3000 pounds of steam per
hour.

It has a fuel tank of 325 gallons
and two inter-connected water
tanks of 1100 gallons each.

Did the Dominion live
up to the agreements entered into
at the time? Is this Province an
example of what would happen to
Newfoundland? Mr. Hallett said
that many of his pcople would be
glad to make any personal sacri-
fice provided that the community
as a whole should benefit.
