Nitrogen:is sald to be chi2fly ef-
ective upon leaf growth, phosphates
bn stem growth, and potash on fruit
bnd flower development of plants.

pd the importance of supplying all
hree and thus providing a balanced
ation for your plants, if -you are to
have healthy and vigorous growih.
A fertilizer is described by a for-
mula consisting of three numbers
ith hyphens separating them, thus:
.-3-7. The first number indicates
he proportion of nitrogen, or am-
monia, which the mixture contains. |
IThe second stands for the proportion
pf phosphates, the third for the pot-
sh. Most states have laws which re-
huire ‘that the analysis of a com-
mercial fertilizer be printed on the

The mallard’s size and excellent
flavor bring it into great demand as a
table bird, while its value to man-
kind is still further enhanced by the
fact that it is so easily domesticated.

Before the settlement of the West,
the ponds and sloughs swarmed with
mallards, which nested there by
| thousands, end in fall and winter, as
| migrants and residents, covered the
water-courses of the South. Today
there 'is a different story to tell.
Many of the mallard's old breeding
grounds are today: farms, and the
bird s now .représented by a few
hundred, where once there were my-
riads,

While the mallard may be the most
numerous duck west of Lake Super-
lor, its near relative, the black duck
or dusky mallard, as it is sometimes
called, is much more plentiful in On-
| tario, and in the Maritime Provinces
{and along the Atlantic seaboard its
place is entirely taken by the black
duck, the mallard being a rare visi-
tor, On the Western prairies the
conditions are entirely reversed, the
black duck being looked on as an oc-
caslonal straggler.
Not only is the mallard a valuable
rbird from an economic standpoint,
| but the male, in its spring plumage,
is one of the most beautiful of our
waterfowl, - Its head and neck are a
rich glossy green, with a white ring
like a collar defining the dividing
line from the rich chestnut breast;
underneath, greyish white, finely
marked with waving black lines;
black, dark greyish brown, shading
to black on the lower back and tall.
An outstanding feature is that four
black upper tail feathers curve back-
ward; r«3t of tail white, black below.
Speculum or wing-bar rich purple
with green reflections and bordered
with black. and: white. - As is usual
with most of the waterfowl, the dif-
ference between the brilllant colors
of the male and the most sombre
hues of the female is most striking.
The plumage of the latter is gener-
ally brown varled  with buff; the
wings showing the only touch of col-
or, a small patch of green or purple,
bordered with black and white. Great
is the mallard.

BLACK LEG OF POTATOES,

A Dominion Bulletin, “The Black
Leg Disease of Potatoes,” is just ta
hand. This disease, which s read:ly
recoghized  as the -plant produces
small green potatoes (“‘aérial tubers”;
on the stems, is not very prevalent
in Prince Edward Island, but this
is mainly owing to the fact that con-
trol measures have been intelligently
employed. The stem and tuber may
both be infected; in the latter case
a storage rot results..In any case the
crop is reduced because the starch
which should go: to-the underground
tubers, is stored in'the'little aerial

By far the most interesting infor-
mation in the bulletin, is the dis-
covery that the causal. organism—a
bacillus—passes part of its life in the
intestinal canal of an 'insect, known
as the corn-boring maggot.

I mention “fussing” when handling
your birds, talking to them and giv-
ing them the kindest kind of treat-
being in this country I have had con-
slderable farming experience, I also
love horses and in my stable I had 22
registered Clyde mares once, I know
full well what I say about chick-
ens applies to horses as gell. Some of
the men you hire to work on your
farm are rough, All they do is to
shout and curse at your animals, If
they want your horse to get over in
the stall, up .comes the fork, I have
seen the same thing in many of your
poultry houses.

SPOTTING BROODY HENS

I suppose you all know how you
can tell when you are going to have

When a hen has been off her eggs
for feed and returned to her nest,
just get on your knees and listen to
her arranging her nest. If you have
markeq your eggs in any way, have
you ever seen the same eggs in the
same place day after day? No, she is
consistently arranging her nest and
turning the eggs around. This I shall
