CHARLESTON, W. Va., Feb, 11—
Governor Glasscock, Adjutant-general
Elliott and other state officers waited
with anxiety this morning informa-
tion from Mucklow, concerning the
fate of Sherifi Bonner Hill and 25
deputies of Kanawha county, who at
an early hour were reported to be
facing an angry mob of striking min-
ers in the little mountain 4village.
With Sheriff Hill and his men  were
Capt. L. Guy Levy and a small party
of mine guards, as it was their be-
lief that, armed as they are, they
could maintain their position for an
indefinite period.

Sheriff Hill today asked the gov-
ernor for troops, but at the executive
otfices it was stated that no action
would be taken until the details of
last night’s rioting had been receivea
here.

Significance is attached to the fact
that two miles from the scene of last
night’s skirmish is located one of the
largest camps of striking miners in
the Kanawha coal field. Sheeting
from the train attacked in the Chesa-
peake & Ohio railroad during the
night was in the direction of the
camp, and it was feared that if any
of the women or children had been
hurt, the sheriff and his men would
be unable to restrain the men, as
they out-number the posse ten to one,
and are said to be well armed. The
martial law proclamation under
which troops were sent into the coal
flelds last year, is still in force. The
