OTTAWA, March 18 — (CP) —
Submarines had sunk ships off th
American coast and American sub-
marines had sunk enemy vessels
close to Japan.. Navy Minister
Angus Macdonald stated in the
House of Commons yesterday.

Mr.. Macdonald's address made
during the budget debate, was in-
terspersed with brisk clashes with
members of the opposition, At one
point, Mr. Macdonald demanded
that J. Francois Pouliot (Lib. Tem-
iscouata) be required to observe
the House rules of order.

The loss of three tons out of
every 1,000 tons of shipping was
"somet.hﬁxg better than average,
Mr, Macdonald sald, taking into
consideration losses at sea every-
‘where.

Mr. Gagnon bad denied truth of
the Minister's statement that only
20 merchant ships had been sunk.
New. :Kr headiines had featured
the :f that more than 30 ships
had been sunk, said Mr. Macdonald.
He had asked Mr. Gagnon W

roduce the names and details but
Kd.r. Gagnon had not done so “and
cannot do #0” because there were
not 30 ships sunk.

To settle the whole question he

ed to give the names of
a. sunk in that area in 19-
42, although knowing that it was in
contravention of the policy adopted
by other United Nations.

Cites Names

The Minister yead the names of

18 merchantmen and two ships of
war, the Corvette Charlottelown
and the patrol ship Raccoon.
The former was known sunk by
enenmy action but the Raccoon had
mer disappeared and was pre-
sumed sunk by enemy action.

These sinkings were in the Gulf

and River St. Lawrence, Incluaing
the Strait- of Belle Isle up to Belie
Isle, and the waters west of a line
drawn from Scatarie Island, Cape
Breton, to Taylor Bay, Nfld,
It would be impossible for Mr.
Gagnon or any other person o
know accurately everything that
happened inside that great area,
But the department, knowing the
movement and fate of shipping
oould have & fairly accurate picture.
Naval coastal service officers and
naval reporting officers were scat-
tered throughout the area, with full
knowledge and control over the
movementg of all shipping.

In view of this, the Minister said,
he was in a betler position to know
about these sinkings than M.
Gagnon, Mr. Roy oy “the mem-
ber for Temiscouata” (Mr Pouliot),

Challenges Statements

He was telling facts, obtained
from official sources. Mr. Gagnon
was speaking of what he had hcard
in the form of gossip. He challen-
ged Mr. Gagnon to name the ad-
ditional ships he claimed were
sunk,

“If he cannot do that he is dis-
credited before the people of this
country. Perhaps some others will
be discredited, some people sitting
in_this House.”

Finding that he could “not make
good on his statement” the Min-
ister said Mr. Gagnon now said he
was willing to have his claims 1-
vestigated but that “he must have
13 other matters investigated al the
same time.”

Mr. Gagnon wanted an investig-
ation into why steps were not taken
to protect shipping in the Strait of
Belle Isle.

“He knows that every naval unit
at sea, no matter where it is, is
helping t¢ protect the Strait of
Belle Isle and the whole country,”
said the Minister.

At a secret sitting of the House
Mr. Roy, who demanded it, had
“made certain stutements” and in
every case had admitted that he
had made “no investigation to as-
certain their accuracy.”

Mr. Graydon and Joseph Harris
(Prog. Con. Toronto Dantorth) pro-
tested that no reference could be
made to anything that happened at

Reads Affidavit

He referred to Mr. Roy’s comments

The Minister read a sworn
statement sent him by Jules Bril-
lant, member of the Quebec Leg-

Mr. Macdonald said he had asked
Mr. Brillant if the vessel had been
escorted at any time and the ans-
wer was in the negative.

In the face of those denials, the
Minister said, little credence could
be glaced upon any of the charges
made by Mr. Roy.

Mr. Graydon rose to a point of
order, to say that Mr. Macdonald
attempted to prove that certain

tatements of Mr, Roy's were wrong,

ut to say that the same was true
of all Mr. Roy’s statements was a
definite reflection upon a member
of the House.

Speaker Glen ruled that a susigcst-
fon from the Minister that all Mr.
Roy’s statements might be judged
by the ones he had just declared to
be wrong, was not permissible.

About Mr. Roy's claim that mno
planes assisted a convoy attacked
off Cap Des Rosiers last September,
Mr. Macdonald said the convoy was
preceded by an airplane which
passed when the U-boat was sub-
merged. The break went to the sub-
marine,

A telephone warning had failed to
reach the naval authorities befote
the submarine struck and the Min-
ister said he could not say where
the delay, if any, occurred.
