The wounded were forced to per-
form all the work, assisted at opera-
tions; and made up bandages from old
bagging, with which all wounds were
Iressed: One student unsuccessfully
ittempted without anaesthetics to ex-
tract shrapnel from Garland’s should-
er, resulting in severe supperation.
Others were in a similar plight.

The buildings were unheated, and
many of tlie' prisoners were frost-bit-
en. The food was unfit for pigs and
leaths were frequent. Bedding and
lothing were unchanged for months
nd stank with the filth from wounds.
The lives of most of the British pris-
mers were saved by the parcels re-
zeived from England, but the miracle
18 that any lived.
