Silver Fox Farming

neglected and creatte lttle if aay
interest. That is one reason why
our breeding stock is not igxptov-
ing as fast as it should. This situ-
ation cannot last, v much long-
er—we will be for to 31\:1& our
ranches in order or gracefully re-
tire. This “modern” fox which has
gradually worked into our ranches
is a very inferior animal the
silver fox we used to know ten or
twelve years ago. This type of fox
is a full silvered animal, with loose
open feathery fur, weak sides, wide
belly, muddy wooly underfur—poor
brush with white underfur, a small
smoky tip and a black veiling
which is more brown than black.
The above type of fox Is getting
far too common and we try to con-
sole ourselves by belfeving that
this is the type the trade wants
simply because it has lots of silver
and a good long bar. Fortunately,
we are beginning to realize how
badly mistaken we have been. This
is the hardest kind of fox to keep
clear in color. It has no wearing
qualities therefore the trade does
nolt want it unless at their own
price.

Well, so much for the type of
fox we do not want. A faw remarks
on the type we should be pro-
pagating. ‘The full silver fox Is
undoubtedly the most ppoular color
phase and there are no indications
that it will be otherwise in the
near future. But it must be a good
fox. The guard fur must have a
~lump, bright, metallic silver bar
of good length and width, tipped
with black veiling. This veiling
should not be too long but it must
be a good black. The ard fur
should be strong as gontrasted to
a feathery guard fur. The silver
bars should extend right up to the
chops or jaws making a silver col-
lar as it were, blending har-
moricusly over the shoulders, ex-
tending down the back and flanks
in dense formation and finishing
well dowm over the butts.

Density of fur is most important
and the trade pays well for it;
open shoulders, especially on the
darker types are severely penaliz-

Pelting is going quite strong ir
all sections of the country, more
particularly in Montague and Sum-
merside. In the latter section it is
stated that nearly 2,000 pelts have
been taken off. Pelting once start-
ed seems infectlous and the word
travels around that this one or
that one is pelting and off come
neighbors’ foxes’ pelts in greater
and greater numbers. There is no
doubt that it has been a favorable
fall for early fur development and
perhaps a great many of the dark-
er foxes can be pelted with

vantage right now, but as we have
said before in this column, where
you have a clear silver it is bet-
ter to wait two or more weeks un-
til the underfur has had a good
chance to develop then you may

ed. Even a dark colored pelt will
bring a satisfactory price if the
silver is clear and dense. That is
we should strive for density of sil-
ver as well as for large areas of
silver, A pelt with dark guard
hairs interspersed among the silver
will never have the glamor that a
densely silvered fox has, therefore
can never command the same price.
Guard fur must be alive and resili-
ent, that is, it must handle well.
The silver hair must come well
down the flank, making the black
strip on the belly as narrow as is
possible .

Regarding the underfur. This
should be a dark slate color vold
of any muddy tinge. It must have
no indication” of wooliness. Under-
fur is hair, not wool. When 'dlown
into, it should open up right down
to the leather and should show no
tendency to curl. Remember, it is
impossible to get a clear colored
pelt when you have a muddy un-
derfur. Density of underfur is also
important in order to make the
guard fur stand up. If you lack
'Mf:.. quality, you will have a flat
pe!

Now do not overlook the brush
and tip. We sometimes hear the
brush being ridiculed because it 1s
only worth 50c when sold as’ a
brush. Nevertheless a good brush
on a pelt I8 worth much more

money than that because & ﬁood
brush on a pelt is usually indica-
back. We also know

that the fox which is finished off
with a good brush and clear well
shaped tip, is the fox which takes
the eye of the buyer when he walks
th your ranch. They are both
vexi essential for a high priced
neck piece.

Pick the foxes for hreeders
whose pelts are in first class con-
dition without a break or any chaf-
ing, well on in the spring. Compare |
them to the fox with a brittle |
tender guard fur which has its
brush and flanks bare by the time
the snow disappears. How can such
a pelt wear satisfactorily as a
scarf or collar? This weakness of
fur is hereditary and must be elim-
inated from your ranch. These
factors must be taken into oon-
sideration if we want the public to
continue to buy our uct.
Remember we mnot only want the
public to absorb the crop in ques-
tion, but to return with repeat
orders in the future. We will never
attaln this project by selling to the
public a fox pelt that will not
stand ordinary wear and tear
