OTTAWA, July 16—(CP)—John
Bracken, who entered politics with
reluctance but stayed to become
one of Canada’s best-known po-
litical figures, announced today
that he is quitting the Progressive
Conservative Party leadership,
He is retiring, he said in a Jet-
ter of resignation made public to-
day, because of his age and ili-
health. He {s 65 and, although in
reasonably good health, has been
told by doctors twice during the
last year to “take things easy.’
He addressed his letter, dated
last 8aturday, to J. M. Macdonnell,
president of the Progressive Con-
servative Association, asking him
to call a party convention “at the
earliest possible date.” He wiil re
sign formally at that convention.
Mr. Macdonnell promptly called
a meeting of the Association ex-
ecutive for next Monday to con:
side the time and place of the coa-
vention, which probably will take

place in‘the early fall and may
be held in Ottawa.

He later issued a brief state-
ment saying party members wouid
note with “profound” satisfaction
Mr, Bracken's assurance that his
concern for the welfare of the
party would not slacken. This was
the “best augury” for the success
of the new leader and the party as
a whole.

Became Leader in 1942

Mr. Bracken. a former Prémier
of Manitoba, became the party
leader at the Winnipeg conven-
tion in 1942, the third since the
late Viscount Bennett resigned i
135. Dr. R. J. Manion succeedcd
Viscount Bennett, resigning in (349
and in turn was succeeded in 18+l
by Rt. Hon. Arthur Meighen, wao
had led the party following he
First World War.

Schuman and
his Mouvement Republican Popu-
laire sought to spend the equival-
ent of $1,017,000,000.

The Soclalists and Radical Soc-

The resignations folowed a Cab-
inet meeting late tonight in the
National Assembly. Before the
meeting Schuman conferred with
President Vincent Auriol who now
has the job of appointing a new
premier.
