. OF BIRKENHEAD

HERMANUS, South Africa, April
5—(CP-Reuters) —Eighty-six ~ years
after the event, a memorial plaque
to the soldiers and crew who per-
jshed in the wreck of the troonship
Birkenhead has been unveiled on
the lighthousa at Danger Point off
which the ship went down,

The unveiling ceremony was per-
formed by Vice-Adm'ral S'y Fran-

the ship sinkine, her decks lined
with troops in urbroken ranks as
the wafer closes in.
