“The new supervisor has an ag-
ded advantage in his new Position
which he assumes on April 1, as }
is a native of Douglas, York
County, and is familiar with the
work' carrlied on in New Bruns.
wick, Fach summer during his
college career he worked at the ex-
perimental farm here, stated Mr,
Bailey.

“At the present time there are
20 stations in various sections of
the provnince, as compared with
13 on the Island, so the new fielq
will give Mr, Parent & much larger
scope of activity and a greater var.
iety of problems on account of dif-
ferent farming practices which ex-
ist in the vast farming areas of
New Brunswick, pointed out Mz,
Bailey. In Prince Edward Island the
work was much the same as a re-
sult of the small size of the Prov.
ince, he said.

The position to be vacated by
Mr. Parent will be advertised soon,
but until the new supervisor is ap-
pointed in that province, Mr, Par.
