The familiar dramatic notation above quot-
ed reminds one of the many members of Prime
Minister King's cabinet who have deserted him,
or made their exit from the stage for other rea-
sons. Counting those who have come and gone
since the beginning of 1940, here is a complete
list of the exodus of Mr. King's cabinet coi-
leagues—a much more formidable list, it will
be conceded, than the present personnel, most
of whom are political nonentities :

Hon. Raoul Dandurand, Government leader
in the Senate.

The Cabinet originally consisted of 16 mem-
bers, but it was enlarged with the arrival of a
galaxy of newcomers last month. The changes
of personnel number no fewer than 13. Only 6
of the original members, including the Prime
Minister, are still in the Cabinet, three of them
being Mr. Gardiner, Mr. MacKinnon and Mr.
Ian MacKenzie,

The present Cabinet is almost entirely a
make-shift organization, largely consisting of
second or third choices, with two of its key
members, Mr. McNaughton and Mr., McLaren,
devoid of administrative or Parliamentary ex-
periecnce.  Yet Mr. King asks the people of
Canada to return it because of its “experience”,
begs that it he not judged on such trivial issues
as its manpower policy and its Pacific war pro-
gramme, and affirms this is the last election
he will ever contest.

At least in this affirmation he speaks the
language of reality and sure prophecy.

Minister  of

Butter And Margraine

It puzzles some citizens that, with the con-
sumption of butter rationed in this Dominion,
the sale of oleomargarine should be prohibited.
Why not make use of this cheaper substitute,
they ask, and so relieve the situation? A state-
ment has been issued by the National Dairy
Council of Canada in answer to the question.
The fact is the oils and fats essential for the
manufacture of the product are not now avail-
able. It is explained that only a limited quantity
is produced in Canada and that it is not pos-
sible, under existing circumstances, to make up
for the deficiency by importations. The Com-
bined Food Board looks after the allocation of
such supplies, and, though substitutes have
been introduced, special requirements, particu-
larly for cooking purposes, absorb all that can
be provided. It is contended that, with the lib-
eral allowance of butter allotted under the ra-
tioning system in this country, it is doubtful it
any large diversion of oils for the manufacture
of oleomargarine would be permissible.

It will be remembercd that the law for-
bidding the manufacture and sale of margarine
was enacted for the protection of the dairy in-
dustry, which gives employment, it is claimed, to
about seventeen per cent of the population.
Almost half the quantity of milk produced in
Canada annually, amounting in value to ap-
proximately four hundred million dollars, goes
into the manufacture of butter. The menace
to this great industry—which provides a liveli-
kood for baout four hundred thousand dairv
farmers, their families and hired help and those
employed in the manufacture and distribution
of the product—inherent in the marketing of
8 cheap substitute was regarded as sufficiently
grave to warrant restrictive legislative action.

What the position will be when Japan has
been defeated and the oils will dgain be avail-
able from the I'ar Last cannot, of course, Le
foreseen.  No doubt, the demand for the lift-
ing of the ban will then he heard with renewed
insistence.  The dairymen point out that such
oils would come from countries where labour
is cheap, whereas milk is not only the product
of Canadian farms, but the butter is made and
distributed within the country,

Liberals Are Desperate .

In their desperation at the downward trend
of support for Prime, Minister King, his party
lieutenants are trying’ to revive an old idea to
prevent complete and utter defeat of the Ot-
tawa Administration. What they are trying to
do is what was done in 1935 when the Liberal
party slogan was: “King or Chaos.” Canada
got both.

A similar psychological approach, says the
Globe and Mail, is being tried by party stal-
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are saying that “only Mr. King can win.” But
this new attempt to fool the public will not
succeed because’ there is no basis for the slogan.

Mr. King cannot win, That is shown by
the results of the voting in the Provinces where
he and his Administration lave been an issue.
In 1943 Ontario threw out the Liberals. The
main reason was. Mr, Nixon's support of Mr,
King, In Saskatchewan the Liberals went down
to ignominious defeat. The big issue was Mr,
King.

Even in Quebec, where Mr, King did every-
thing possible, the Godbout Administration was
defeated. And now there is a multiplicity of
candidates in Quebec who are opposed to Mr.
King.

A realistic view of the situation in Canada
shows the Liberals simply cannot win. Sas-
katchewan, Alberta, Ontario, with 120 seats out

of 245 in the House of Commons, will give the
Liberals a resounding rebuke. As for British
Columbia and Mam'toba, Mr. King will lose
heavily in those Provinces.

There is another and very important group
of votes which will go against Mr. King and
the Liberal Party. That is the armed services
vote. Tt is almost completely against’ Mr. King.
The fighting men overseas know best of all
what the cowardly manpower policy of the Gov-
ernment meant in lack of trained reinforce-
ments.

When the Liberal partisans say that “only
Mr. King can win,” they are whistling ta
keep their courage up.

Japan’s Trial By '
pAir-Powgr

(By DeWitt MacKenzie, Associated
Press News Analyst)

The ra.j:idly g:owlng aerial as-
sault on Japan is going to give us
a demonstration of the efficacy of
air power such as the world never
before has seen,

One of . the main factors in
Hitler's downfall was Allied air su-
periority. The devastation wrought
over Germany during the last year
lof the conflict was paralyzing, 'Yet
it's disclosed in Washington that
In the next year Japan will be
deluged by more than twice as
many bombs as tore the heart of
Germany during the last 12
months.

That's terrific when you stop to
think that the tight and moun-
tainous little islands of Japan
proper are only two-thirds the size
of Germany, and that -her popue
lous and }éllmsﬂy built cities are
highly vulfierable to bombing, We
have an awe-lnﬁ)lrlng example of
this in the smoking ruins of Toke
yo—the world's third largest city
—which has been almost wiped
out by Superfortresses,. and that
without a prolonged bombard-
ment. Incendiary bombs have
caused much z.nl .the_ havoe,

And the Allies haven't even got
set yet for the big drive. Huge
fleets of bombers must be moved
from Europe to the Orient, and
they still have to complete the
conquest of Okinawa which will
give an airbase close to the Mik-
ado’s home domains. While :he
United States forces are finishing
up the Okinawa joh, the U.S. 8th
Alr Force, which raised so much
hell over Germany and Italy, will
be transferred to the Pacific under
Lt.-Gen. Doolittle, who led the
first raid over Tokyo iIn April,
1042. Other air-power will be sent
to the Orient as well,

All this of course gives rise to
the question of whether such con-
centrated bombing might force
Japan to capitulate. That's some-
thing which nobody can answ:ir
short of the event. However, it
may be remarked cautiously thas
it's a possibility — cautiously be-
cause we know from experience
that the Japs are fanatically loyal
to their Mikado and are stoical
toward death.

Anyway, we shouldn't start
building castles in the air, for even
if Japan proper did surrender, we
don’t know that this would com-
pel capitulation of the Japancse
forces in China, Manchuria and
Indonesia. We should be crazy to
figure on a sh‘ort. war,

.

Things are looking up some for
the Chinese. Their capture of
Nanning, inland port in southern
China near the French Indo-
China border, will be a tough hlow
to the Japanese if Gen. Chiang
Kai-Shek’s men can hold it. That
victory cuts the Japanese lifeline
from  French Indo-China, Siim
and the Malay Peninsula. This
line has been a_feeder for the
great  Canton - Hankow - Peiping-
Harbin railways which have han-
dled supplies for the Japanese
forces clear from southern China
northward into Manchuria.
One wonders whether
any connection between the re-
cent display of Japanese weakness
in southern China and the move-
ment of Jap troops northward to
Manchuria—presumably as a pre-
caution in case Russia should
come into the war. Tokyo Is talk-
ing loud of friendship with Mos-
cow, and  is even praising the
Communism which Japan has
been fighting, but isn't takin
chances on getting caught o
guard in Manchuria.

The Doctor
And Acholism

(The * Canadian Doctor)
It has been striking to note the
amount of attention pald of late
in bocth the medical and general
press to the subject of alcoholism.
North America is faced with a
situation which made possible the
introduction in the United States
of modified prohibition in 1919,
which in turn paved the way for
the absolutisms of the Volstead
Act in 1920. It is the opinion of
the Research Council on Prob-
lems of Alcohol of the American
Association for the Advancement|
of Science that there are now in-
dications of another drift toward
prohibition,
Prohibition may or may not be
lurking around the corner, states
D. B. Rotman, M.D., Director of
the Psychiatric Institute of the
Municipal Court, Chicago, but one
need not be labelled an alarm-
ist to insist that the problems of
alcoholism were never more acute
or pressing to the nation mobilized
as it is both in its manhood and
womanhood for total warfare.
Any statistical statement con-
cerning the size of this problem
cannot help but be an under-
statement, he goes on. It is easy
enough to tabulate the worst
chronic alcoholic addicts, especial-
ly those in the lower income.brac-
kets, who gravitate to the courts
and the state hospitals, but the
more vexing aspects of the proh-
lem occur in the groups who have
social and economic prestige and
remain therefore statistically se-
questered. ‘The suggested figure
for the United States of 600,000
pathologic drinkers agalnst a drop
curtain of 40,000,000 users of alco-
hol is certainly a conservative
estimate, at least as to the nums
ber of problem drinkers.
As every acute and chronic alco-
holic is actually a sick person the
treatment of alcoholism naturally
becomes a major medical prob-
lem, As alcoholic indulgence ulti-
mately affects in turn all the vital
organs, including the central nerv-
ous system, medical scrutiny has
disilosed a wide range of clinical
manifestations, which in their ag-
gregate have come to be known
as “the alcoholic diseases.” These
diseases, either alone or in com-
bination, set up such formidable
