The new American tariff has also
had something toido in assisting the
flurry., Any change of this nature is
always certain to cause doubt and
uncertainty in the money market. On
the present occasion the Bankers’
Assgociation in New York asked Mr.
McAdoo, BSecretary of the Treasury,
what was the intention of the Gov-
ernment, in case of an emergency re-
sulting from the falling of stocke in
view “of the altered tariffs; and he
immediately replied that he had
$500,000,000 in the treasury ready for
circulation. This in ordinary circum-
stances was an assurance which
ought to have steadied the market.
Instead of relieving the situation,
however, the annc t ider-
ably aggravated “it, as many timid
stockholders rushed with their stocks
to the market with the object of
forestalling any crises that may
come.

These are the facts so far as we
can ascertain them. It may be added
that many of our municipalities in
the West, desiring to float loans for
the purpose of developing real estate
propositions have suffered = through
the failure of their floatations, That
is possibly a blessing in disguise.
The promoters will no doubt realize
that it is better to hasten slowly,
instead of foisting promising specu-
lations too precipitately on the mar-
ket. But Canadian securities on th¢
whole are sound. The railway and
transportation companies report in-
creasing revenues which means that
the amount of business being done ir
ahead of last year’s big figures. The
custom collections show that the im-
port side of the foreign trade is ac-
tive, and exports, which have been
smaller than could be desired, have
lately shown an increase.

The banks have all intimated sat-
isfactory reports of sound and profit-
able business, Immigration is more
than maintaining its record of the
previous year, and the West is secur-
ing a fair share of new blood for ite
homesteads. The crops on the whole
promise fair, though the drought in
some parts of the West has given a
little' cause for anxiety. Altogether
there is nothing to discourage any-
one in the present situation; at least,
anyone who has lipt his investmente
within his means. Stocks have fallen
and the speculative investor has had
to pay the consequences, and, al-
though apart from that there is lit-
tle to disturb anyone, the real es-
tate situation out West is one that
must be reckoned with, and nothing
but conservative methods will ensure
freedom from' a serious set-back.
