HOW KUT WAS LOST
- BY THE BRITISH ARMY

The full story of the gallant but un-
availing attempts to relieve Kut and
rescue Major-General Townshend and
his heroic garrison is told by Lieut.-
General Sir Percy Lake in a despatch
published last night in a supplement
to the JLondon Gezette. It is a record
of dogged ccurage and determination
in the face of unparralled difficulties
and hardships.
Sir Percy Lake divides the’ opera-
tions into three phases:—

1st phase.—January 19to 23.—Un-
sucesful attempt to force the Han-
nah defile Commander Lieut.-Gen-
eral Sir F. Aylmer.

2nd phase.—January 24 to March 10.
—A period of rest and reorganization,
followed by the unsucceseful attempt
to outflank the enemy’s right in the
vicinity of the Dujailah Redoubt,
Commander, Lieut-General Sir F.
Alymer.

3rd phase.—March 11 to April 30.—
A brief period of preparation, follow-
ed by the attack and capture of the
Hannah and Falahivah positions; fail-
ure to fcrce the Sannaiyat position,
and fall of Kut. Commander, Lieut.-
General Sir G. F. Gorringe .

—LECTURE .AT PORT .HILL—
On Wednesday evening Nov. 8 Rev.
J. .J. Bamford lectured in King
George's Hall, under the auspices of
the W. A, of St. James Episcopal
Church.

On the right bank of the river the
3rd Division headed the Manchest-
ers, captured'a Turkish position. After
nightfall the 13th Division captured
several more lines of trenches. The
38th Infantry Brigade and the War-
wicks and Worcesters of the 39th In-
fantry Brigade did particularly well
in this assult. The division suffered
1,300 casualties. during the day.

During the night of April 56 and
throughout the 6th the river rose
steadily 'until at midddy’ it reached
the highest level 'of the year. Our
guns were surorunded by floods, and
for somg time the positicn wae dis-
tinctly critical, x

At 4 a. m. on April 19 the 13th Di-
vision advanced to.the assult on San-
naiyat. When within 300 yards of
the enemy's froni: line they were dis-
covered by the Turks ,wno sent up
Very lights and flaree and opened a
heavy rifle and gun fire. The first
line, including detachments of the
6th K. O. Royal Lancaster Regiment,
8th Welsh Fusiliers, 6ti Loyal North-
Lancashire Regiment and 6th Wilt-
ehire Regiment, penetrated the cen-
tre of the enemy’s front line trench.
In the glare of the lights the second
line lost direction wavered, and fell
back.
Support thus failed to reach the
front line at the critical moment in
spite of the most gallant and energetic
attempts. Our troops who had reached
the enemy’s trenches were heartily’
counter-attacked by superior numbers
and driven back.

4

Heavy Fighting.

On the morning of April 17 the Beit
Aiessa position was captured by Major-
General Keary. Steady progress was
made despite great difficulties and
short rations. Heavy fighting took
place during the day and next night.
The 8th Infantry Brigade repelled six
attacks and at dawn the Turks with-
drew having lost between 4,000 and
5,000 men.

During the sueceeding days scme
progress was made ,but many of the
trops were worn out with = fatigue.
Large Turkigsh reinforcements came
up and succeeded in forcing our troops
back. Many men were unahle to use
their rifies, which had become choked
with mud in ' crossing the flooded
trenches ,and -so were unable tc reply
to the enemy’s fire.

“Persistent and repeated attempts
on both banks had thus failed ,and it
was known that at the outside mnot
more than six days supplies remained
to the Kut garrison. Gen. Gorringe's
troops were nearly worn out. The
same troops had advanced time and
again to assuly positions strong by
art and held by a determined enemy.
For eighteen consecutive days they
had dpne all that. men could do to
overcome not only the enemy, but al-
80 exceptional climatic and physical
obstacles—and this on a scale of ras
tions which was far from being suf-
ficient, in" view of the exertions they
had undergone, but which the shortage
of river transport had made it fm-
pogsible to augment. ' The need for
rest was imperative.

~ Only one chance remained if Kut
was to be relieved. The fast steamer|
Julnar with 270 tons of “supplies at-
tempted on thé night of April 24 to
rin the blockade and reach the town.
She was discovered, shelled and cap-
tured.

Trenches Won and Lost.

On' the morning of January 20 the
troops on the right approached to
within 100 yards of the enemy’s line,
but were unable to advance further.
The left column, c¢cngisting of the
Black Watch, 6th Jats, and 41st Dog-
ras, penetrated the front line with a
rush, capturing trenches which they
held for about an hour and a half.Sup-
ports were sent forward, but, losing
direction and coming under heavy. fire,
failed to reach them. This, left un-
suported, our . previcusly succesful
troops, when Turkish counter-attacks
deyeloped, werg overwhelmed by num-
bere and forced to retire.

Heavy rain now began to fall and
continued throughout the day. Tele-
phone communication hrcke down,and
communications by orderly = became
slow and uncertain. After further ar-
tillery bombardment, the attack was
renewed at 1 p. m., but by this time
the heavy rain had = converted the
ground into a sea of mud, rendering
rapid movement impossible, The ene-
my’s. fire was heavy and effective, in-
flicting heavy losees, and though every
effort was made, the assult falled.:
