WASHINGTON, July 14—
(AP)—The United States Navy an-
nounced tonight in a resume of tae
mointh-old battle of Midway that
the Japanese had lost 20 ships, in-
cluding four aircraft carriers, sunk
or damaged, plus 275 aircraft de-
stroyed or lost at sea and 4.800 men
killed or drowned.

The official communique, first com-
plete review of the historic action
issued, said that American losses
were the 19,900-ton aircraft carrler
Yorktown, “put out of action,”
and the . destroyer Hammann,
which was torpedoed in the clos-
ing stages of the fight.

“Qur total personnel losses were
92 officers and 215 enlisted men,”
the communique said.

but no total of aircraft losses was
given,
