: , Feb. 4—The United
Kingdom tonight was satisfied with
the first tentative reactions to the
new Anglo-French accord which, it
is hoped, may lead to the framing
of a five-power pact of mutual air
assistance, Germany’s return to the
League of Nations and her resump-
tion of international commitments.
Although officlally none of the
interested governments have yet
declared their response to the joint
invitation following the official
communique which last night sum-
marized the results of the import-
ant Anglo-French discussions, in-
timations from Berlin that the
Reich considers the proposals a
“pasis for negotlations” was heart-
ening.

No Official Replies

Sir John Simon, foreign secretary,
stressed before the House of Com-
mons this afternoon that no offi--
cial replies had been received to
Britain’s invitations to the govern-
ments of Germany, Italy and Aus-
tria, to join with Britain and France
in the projected general accord and
inferentially he deprecated loose re-
ports, one way or the other, about
what these governments would do.
Belgium ‘and Italy were under-
stood to be ready to work with
France and England and it was to-
wards Berlin that official ears were
cocked. Probably the German for-
eign ministry will not be able to
formulate its decision for some time.
Sir John said he had been in-
formed through the British embas-
sy that a Berlin official had been
quoted to the effect that Germany
regards the proposals “as a basis
for negotiations,” and official cir-
cles said this was the best answer
that could be expected within a
mere 24 hours.

“I hope Germany, which recently
affirmed its will  for peace, will
seize this occasion to prove it.”

Referring to the proposed re-
sumption of negotiations for a gen-
oral arms limitation — agreement,
andin said Germany should par-
.icipate. “This great nation,” he
urged, “ought to join equally and
freely in so desirable an endeavor
for European security.”

Flandin's address embodied
hopes he expressed to his govern-
ment colleagues on arriving earlier
today at Le Bourget by air from
London, Great Britain and France,
he said, are in agreement on im-
portant HEuropean political issues
and the time is past for temporiz-
ing in central Europe.

Foreign Minister Plerre Laval
arrived later today by train, sim-
ilarly optimistic regarding the
Franco-British agreement.

HOPES DIM

PARIS, Feb. 4—The vision of
British air legions  defending
France dimmed tonight as French
Nationalists asserted they found
loopholes in the vast peace plan
drawn up by France and Great
Britain at London.
Three of the

“loopholes” were:

1. An air defence alllance de-

pends upon Reichstuehrer Hitler's
acceptance.
2. An arms limitation agreement
must replace war treaty provisions
against German armament, and
the world already has vainly de-
bated that subject for four years.
3. Germany and Poland, who
have been opposing the “Eastern
Locarno” pact, must change their
minds and sign it.

Commenting on these conditions,
