MAKING OF THE
EMBROIDERY EYELET.

The following is given as the cor-
rect way to make embroidery eyelets:
The size of the eyelet and the eveness
of workmanship determine almost en-
tirely, the attractiveness of eyelet em-
broidery. Eyelets may be round, oval
or pointed, the stitch in each case be-
ing the same. To open a round eye-
let, use.a bone stiletto in the centre
of the c¢ircle and, push gently through
until the opening is sufficiently large
With the point of the needle turn the
edges of the opening back and under
then with a fine running stitch out-
line the design. This prevents the
edge of the eyelet from fraying.

After the eyelet is opened and out-
lined, set the needle for the stitch just
outside of the outline of the eyelet.
Bring the point out in the opening and
pull through. Repeat until the eyelet
is completed. Fasten the thread at
the completion of each eyelet by run-
ning the needle back under the last
three or four stitches, then pull it
through and clip.

The stitch employed for eyelet work
is simply the overcasting stitch. It
should be pulled up firmlv and tightly
at each stitch and should take the
Jeast possible amount of material.

Eyelet embroidery is used both a-
lone and in combination with French

With:a happy obliviousness regard-
ing other. matters that many are
worrying  about, a correspondent of
the Pall Mall Gazette has been figur-
ing on what folks will do when the
world is filled up—that is to say,when
it reaches a figure in population that
the products of the earth will be taxed
to the limit to support. i

According to the calculation, this
maximum population will consist o¥
six billion persons, assuming that the
fertile regions can support 207 persons
to the square mile, while the less ar-,
able tracts will give food for 14 in-
habitants to the square mile. Based on
the present mean rate of increase in
population, which is placed at eight
per cent. for each decade, there will
be 5,994,000,000 people in the year
2012, or only 157 years -from now.

Through figures long since furnish-
ed by Sir John Herschel, it is further
shown that had there been only two
persons on earth three thousand years
ago, and had that number douviex
one hundred times—once in eyery
thirty years—and had only naturas
death taken place, those living today
would stand shoulder to shoulder and
on each other's heads, and then cover
the sea and land, and reach out one
hundred times belong the orbit of the
planet Neptune,

This is rather uninteresting,
haps, to the lay reader, says
Washington Post, yet it is not
out its application to certain vexed
questions of the day. The fact that
we don’t “reach out beyond the or
bit of Neptune” is probably due to
easily ascertainable causes. War is
one, pestilence another, famine still
another. Too much eating and too
much drinking may also help to ex-
plain. The lack of a eugenic law
in the dark ages possibly have some-
thing to do with the situation. Any-
how, we are merely a pifiing one
billion five hundred million or there
about; and, lumping the living sxei-
eton with the fat woman, and count-
ing the rest on average, the entire
lot could stand within the confines
of the District of Columbia  without
holding hands. If you don't helieve
this, work it out for yourself.
