C. M. G. It is headed ‘‘A Great
Pioneer in KEducation.”” After mak-
ing a synopsis of the work done by
him in connection with Sir Wm Mec-
Donald, the writer says: ‘‘The Real
Teacher.”” Until I talked with Dr.
Robertson last week on the last day
of the Royal Show I had hardly rea-
lized ‘how far his zeal for the land
transcended the boundaries of Can-
ada. He sketched for me his ideal
for England. ‘‘The secret of our suc-
cess in Canada'’ he said ‘‘has been in
selecting teachers and in training
them. In England you think that
Latin needs a trained teacher, and
anyone .can teach the secrets of Na-
ture. I think the reverse is true.” In
elementary Latin, at any rate, ‘‘ten
minutes stabty with a book' is en-
ough for a teacher. You cannot rush
Nature so. Dr Robertson for - the
training of his teachers, sent emis-
saries to discover the best centres of
Nature study in America. When he
found them he sent picked men to
be educated there, and then brought
them back to lead this new education
which is making the Canadian
Schools the model for the world, The
ideas, enriched and co-ordinated in
Dr Robertson’s philosophic factory,
translated into action by Sir Wm.
McDonald’'s insight and generosity,
were from many sources, many from
Sir Horace Plunkett, with whom Dr
Robertson has this month lLeen hold-
ing fruitful council.
