ONTREAL, Aug. 28—(Monday)
~—Gross revenues of $13,282,596 for
the Canadian National Rallways
during the month of July, 1033, are
shown in the monthly statement
of revenues and expenses issued at
headquarters of the raflway today,

These revenues show an increase
of $492,727 from the figures of July,
1932, Operating expenses in July
this year were $12,462130, a de-
crease of $119,031 from the ex-
penses of July, 1932, leaving a net
revenue for the month of July this
year of $820466, as against net
revenue in July, 1932, of $208,1708,
Bn increase of $611,758,

For the seven months since
January 1, the gross revenues of
the system were $80,757,467, a de~
prease of $12,204,800 as compared
with the corresponding period of
last year, Operating expenses for
the seven months of 1933 were $82,-
015,982, & decrease of $9,217,208
from the similar period of last
year, leaving a net revenue defioit
for the first seven months of this

Based on France’s war experien-
oes, the trench-and-casement . sys-
tem extends along a 125-mile front
between the Rhine and Luxem-
bourg.
