Sgt. Percy Keyes, R.CM.P, sta-
tioned in Montague when the alleg-

From a conversation' he
heard at Loan Board meeting he
was led to believe that loan appli-
cation forms for William Gillis,
Allan J, MacDonald and Harry An-
stie were turned down. When he
received cheque for $6,000 he Aid
not know it covered their loan and
recelved no instruction for pay-
ment,

At the time of taking 13 appli-
cations to Dr. Grant, M.P,, for ap-
proval he said Dr, Grant said, “you
are doing fine, continue, this s
great, get as much as you can and
get it out.” Watterworth said he put
it out as he was instructed In
money, fishing nets and liquor.

He claimed he never got any
money for himself out of cheques
and sald he lost money in dealing
with the Board. Stated that Mr.
Keir Clark, Montague and Mr, Jos-
eph Campbell, Popular Point were
above board In any dealings he had

with them, and that Mr. Saville
said he wanted to be good to re-
turned men.

Following the verdict the court
adfourned until Monday July 25 at
1030 am.

ter of great regret” that respon-
sible government was mot return-
ed to Newfoundland before the Is-
land—which lost dominion status
in 1934—decided its next form of
government. Such procedure had
been promised in the letters pat-
ent when Britain appointed a Com-
mission Government and rescued
Newfoundland from financial dif-
ficulties. .

“Why the constitutional position
was not followed is a matter for
wonder,” the editorial sald, “and
inevitably gives rise to a great deal
of misunderstanding and arouses
a great deal of suspicion. It is re-
grettable that these misunderstand-
ings and this suspicion should have
arisen, particularly as they could
have been avoided had the position
set forth in 1934 been adhered to.
“This constitutional mistake can
be remedied by the people them-
selves, who now have an opportun-
ity of restoring the Newfoundland
Parliament, and having that Par-
liament determine the future of
Newfoundland. We are unable to
see how any other position can be
justified, The restoration of the
Newfoundland Parliament should
be the alm of every Newfound-
Jander, whether he belleves in the
proposition that Newfoundland
can be best governed by New-
foundlamders or whether e be-
lieves in the proposition “that the
greatest happiness of the people
would be achieved by reducing
Newfoundland to the state of a
Province of Canada.
“The Monitor deems it to be
wholly ard indefensibly wrong
that the people should be urgent
to commit themselves to union with
another country except through an
elected and representative govern-
ment.”
