The
full fellowship of every member in
the club should be extended to him
in a true Rotary way so that he may
|first feel the real meaning of t
friendliness of Rotary.

He should be taught by word and
example the responsibility that rests
upon him in his duty to the club, to
this vocation, and to the community
in which he lives., He should be im-
mediately impressed with the ideal
that in the club he represents &
certain vocation or profession, and
that the very standing of the club
itself in the community rests upor
him to the extent of how much b
can raise the standing of his voca-
tion in his city. The personal sor
vice for the success of Rotary as an
organization rests in a large meas-
ure up on him. The club that fails
see that such new member
recreant in its trust, and is sowing
the seeds of inaffectiveness and ul-
timate dissolution. It is only by
constant effort that these ideals of
service anywhere are planted and
take root in the lives of men.
When it comes to carrying thc
ideal of service into our Interna -
tional relationship, we come to thc
crux of Rotary. It means that we
must get the International point of
view. We must realize that because
we speak the English language we
have no claim to superiority over

the man who speaks French, Itali-
an, Spanish, Norwegian or Japan-
se. It means that the narrow pro-
vincialism that says “We Won the
War,” and “My country, right or
wreng” must go in the discard for-
cver. We all live in the same world
It is an increasingly small world.
It has become a whispering gallery.
We live close together now.
shall live still closer together as he
years come and go. Bear in mind
we must live together or perish to-
gether.

What is Rotary going.to do to
help?

It has established, and will con-
tinue to establish in larger meas-
ures, these world-wide contracts
that bring understanding and good-
will. This spells PEACE. There is
no longing of the human heart to-
day greater than the longing for
permanent peace. Wars come only
through the spirit of envy, jealousy,
hatred, and the desire to conquer.

It is not the Intesnational Pres-
ident, nor the International Board
that make Rotary. It is not the
Governor nor the club officers that
are wholly responsible for the per-
petuation of our great ideal. It is
you,—each one of you, individually.
You are Rotary, What you do, what
you are, and how your own comm-
unity looks 4p to you, is the meas-
ure of the strenght of Rotary in
your community. Through our Aims
and Objects Program the respon-
sibility for the growth and standing
of our organization is placed upon
the individual member. You are
given opportunity to serve in an
individual way through your ser-
vice to your club, the service that
you should render as the represent-
ative of your vocation in the comm-
unity, and the s&vice that you
owe, individually, to the community
itself. These three things take in
the whole program of Rotary inter-
national, with the emphasis and
the responsibility upon the indivi-
dual Rotarian.

My fellow Rotatian, let me say to
you when you think of this idea of
service and say to yourselves,
can 1 do to serve?' That it is not
