The Tablet placed on the wall of
the Church bears the following In-

in the Hospital Ship “Llandovery
Castle,”” which was sunk by a German
submarine June 27, 1918

“She hath done what she could.”

A very large congregation taxed the
full capacity of the church showing
the love and esteem of the people of
Souris for this noble young woman
who freely gave her life that we might
live. Her death parallels that of Editk
Cavell's, each one devoting their en-
ergies to the care of the sick, and the
mending of the lives of those sorely
wounded, passing to their Bternal
rest anq reward in the fearless per-
formance of their duty. Some day
these two with countless others, will
stand face to face with the German
Emperor before the Great White
Throne to answer for the deeds done
in the body. One could not help think-
ing of the countless number of times
that' Rena MacLean, from her home
gazed on the beautifulstretch of water,
which fascinates the eye of any vis-
itor to Souris, and we wonder if she
ever thought that in that element she
would find her final resting place. The
list of those from the Island who made
the supreme sacrifice is great; their
memory should never be allowed to
fade, but we doubt if any one of these
gave their life morg fearlessly or gen-
erously than did ‘Nursing Sister Rena
MacLean. The Hospital ship Llandov-
ery Castle wanjcqhspicuously marked
all over with Red Cross marking and
when the murdering submarine sent
theé deadly torpedo that condemned
the Sisters of Mercy on that ship to a
watery grave the angels in Heaven
must have shuddered at the deed. It
was one of the Teutonic acts of in-
famy without a name and scarcely
paralleled among the awful deeds rev-
elled in by Germany in the Great War.
Finally we sorrow with the ones left
to mourn, but we also recall those
splendid lines:

“Ye, who in sorrow’s tents abide.
Mourning your dead, with hidden tears
Bethink e, what a wealth of pride
They've won you, for the coming
years,

Grievoug the pain, but, on the day
When all the cost, is counted o'er
Would it bé best that ye should say.
“We lost no loved ones In the War.”
