Ontario Boards
Of Trade Meet

TORONTO, Nov. 30 — (CP) —
Discussion at today's session of the
Ontario Associated Boards of Trade
and Chamber of Commerce con-
vention ranged from British Labor
practices to the relationship be-
tween wages, prices and produc-
tion. .

Speakers included G.V.V. Nich-
olls of Montreal, manager of the
research department of the Can-
adian Chamber of Commerce; W.C.
Woods, president and general man-
ager of the W.C. Woods Company
of Guelph, Ont.; and J.R. Lloyd
Davies, deputy Labor attache at
the British Embassy in Washing-
ton. 4
Mr. Nicholls said legislation gov-
erning Labor disputes was to be
changed within the next six months
and he urged boards of trade to
use their influence to help make
the new regulations effective and
respected.

In recent industrial strife, he saw
a wide-spread terdency to sioWw
contempt for present regulations.
Laws governing picket line tactics
had" been flouted openly and dis-
regard shown ordinary law protect-
ing individual rights.

Mr. Woods urged that, rather
than letting wages and prices rise,
wages should be kept substantially
constant and the price level be
made to fall at a rate equal to the
per capita increase in productivity.

Mr. Davies said the compulsory
arbitration system set up in Great
Britain during the war had been
kept in force through the first
year after the war. He credited it
with averting much industrial
strife.
