ROME, June 18—Three :ll"."('.‘l[ﬂ“
were made today and.one min sur|
rendered voluntarily to tho police,l
in connection with the kidnapping
of the Socialist Deputy Matteotti,
the political scandal which has
shaken all Ttaly and even threat-
ens the overthrow of Premier Mus-
golini and the Fascisti.
Matteotti, who disappeared last
Tuesday is believed murdered.
Meanwhile, despite persistent rum-
ors of Cabinet resignations and re-
organization, the only change so
far made is the appointment of
Signor Federsoni to succeed Sign-
or Finzi as Minister of the Interi-
or. Finzi resigned last week in or-
der, he said, to defend himself a-
gainst charges of guilty know-
ledge of the Matteotti conspiracy,
made' by his enemies.

Arrest is Made.

Police headquarters today con-
firmed the arrest of Signor Fili-
pelli at Nervi, near Genoa. Filipelli
is a director of the Corriere Itali-
ano and is alleged to have rented
the automobile in which the Soci:
alist Deputy was abducted. He
was captured while attempting to
flee in a motor boat. Seeing that
escape was impossible, he exelaim-
ed: “I am lost,”” and offered no
resistance. In his possession was a
suitcase full of bank-notes which
the police seized. It is expected he
will be taken to Rome today und-
er heavy escort.

Dr. Filippe Naldi, late editor of
the Rome Tempo, has heen arrest-
ed, charged with helping Filip-
peli to flee the city.

The third arrest today was
made near Milan, when Albino
Colpl, accused of being one of Mat:
