WOMEN WITH MOUSTACHES

The Ainus, the “Celtic” race of Jap-
an, live in the island of Yeddo, al-
though the race has hecome so re -
duced that there are now not more
than sixteen or seventeen thousand' of
them left in the country

The most noticeable peculiarity ab-
out Ainu women is that they have ta-
tooed upon their upper and lower lips
what resembles a moustache.

The women are not conzidered at-
tractive, but their matrimonfal pros-
pects are quite injured, without this
decoration.

The moustache is' begun when the
girl.is quite a child. 1t is done gradu-
ally, a little each year, untli it extends
partly across the cheek, the material
useéd being the soot from burning
hirch bark.

The face is cut and the black rub-
bed in.

Afterwards it is washed in a solu-
tion of ash bark liquor, to fix the col-
or.
The Ainu women are usually finely
formed, straight and well developed,
with small hands_and feet.

Their eyes are a heautiful soft
brown, their hair black and most
Juxuriant, and theiy complexion ‘olive,
with often a deep, rich color in their
cheeks.

The pnative cloth—of which their
garments are made—is woven from
the fibre of the bark of the elm tree,
