.carried on by the late administration.
There is this justification, however,
that this extravagant programme was
originated and developed in the pip-
ing times of peace.
Today, the Government is in re-
ceipt of applications for subsidies not
only for steam railways, but there is
also a demand that a new dcor of!
expenditure be opened, in the shape
of subsidies for electric roads.

In view of the tremendous burden
of war expenditure, the Governmen:
has been endeavouring to stop com-
pletely the building of public works.
It has been endeavouring to con-
centrate’ the attention of the people
upon the one thing worth while, nam-
ely the prosecution of the war. But
the demands for rallway building
continue to come in, until wonder-
ment arises whether the people who
make such demands are not more 'in-
tent than these designs than upon
the defeat of the Germans.

Been All Right by the Commission.

SIR SAM HUGHES AND
ALLISON EXONERATED.

Would Have Been Better if Salies Made
Direct to the British Admirallty.

OTTAWA, Jan. 6— Complete abso-
lution of the personal honor of Sir Sam
Hughes, hearty endorsation of the
purchase of two submarines by Sir
Richard McBride and no cause for com-
plaint in the ammunition sales; were
the three important findings in the re-
ports of Sir Charlee Davidson on his
probe into these transactions, just
made public. The reports are volumin-.
ous documents which deal very fully
with the:evidence taken before the
commisgion.

“The acquisition of two submarines,”
says Sir. Charles in his report, “pro-
bably saved the cities of Victoria and
Vancouver from attack. = The sub:
'marines were highly desirable for de-
fensive purposes and were efficient
fighting machines.

Deserves Commiendation.

“What Sir Richard McBride did -in
those days of anxiety and  distress
and what he accomplished deserves
the commendation of his fellowcountry-
men. His motives were those of pa-
triotism and his conduct that of an
honorable man.”

The commissioner finds. that the
price of $20 per thousand pounds of
small ammunition, the price between

the Militia Department and the
Admiralty through the medium
of Sir Trevor Dawson and

J. Wesley Allison, was not an over-
valuation as alleged, while there is evi-
