performed the tremendous amount
of extra duties required of her in
a thoroughly businesslike manner,
always with a devotion to League
interests and a careful guiding of
its destinies. At the same time,
she was Editor-in-Chief of Cana-
dian League Magazine and mcst
of her out-of-the-office hourswere
spent in writing, editing and
searching for news items which
might be of interest to the read-
ers. Truly, she was one of the

worlds great, the doers, whose
deeds go unsung until the cessat-
ion of their work leaves a pro-
claiming void.

Mrs. Glennon was born in Eng-
land where, as a young woman,
she followed a speclalized and
highly successful teaching career
for which she had prepared by
taking Oxford University examin-
ations.  She. taught in Liverpool
and London, England, and in
Glasgow, Scotland, before coming
to Canada, as & bride, after the
first world war. In this country,
the young couple settled in the
West, where all -pf their children
were born, and in those early days
Mrs. Glennon's remarkable energy
and desire to help others found
an outlet in work for mentally re-
parded children and in an active
interest in & newly-formed nat-
fonal women's organization, the
Catholic Women’s League. This
led, at about the time of her hus-
band’s death eight years ago, to
her appointment as Executive
Secretary of the League and she
then removed to Montreal, where
the national headquarters of the
League are located.

Before long “Elizabeth Glennon”

became konwn to hundreds ol
minor executives of the growing
organization for her tact and coe
operation, The highest officers ang
humblest members soon realized
that they could depend on her for
her kind understanding and
prompt attention in the working
obut of large or small problems.
Yearly National Conventions, to
which came women from all parts
of the Dominion and from every
walk of life, were carried on with
the greatest of smoothness and
suocess under her capable mane
agement. Then there was that
amazing—to those who knew the
exacting nature and extent of her
duties—good humor and happy
outlook. How many subdivision
presidents, secretaries, treasurers
and conveners will remember and
miss the heartening note which
was her own particular cheerful
ending of the thousands of letters
which she was called upon bo
write yearly, “With every good
wish, I remain”?

And just so, “with every good
wish,” Elizabeth Glennon will ree
main in the hearts and prayers of
her fifty thousand fellow meme
bers of the League. Her courage
in the face of grave responsibilie
ties, her spirituality and her worlq
in the field of Catholic Action will
also remain as a shining examplé
to Canadian Catholic women,
“Well done” must surely have beew
her celestial welcome, as
her soul rest in peace” is the sine
cere prayer of her sorrowing
friends. ;
