It seems that Hornsby doesn't plan
to change his ideas any in manag-
ing the Chicago Cubs,

“I've been a ball player for a long
time,” says Hornsby. “and I hope to
be a manager a long time. I'm go-
ing to operate on the theory that 11t
treat my players the same way I'd
like to be treated myself. It we can't
get along, then it's just too bad.
“But I'm going to run the ball
club. And the sooner everyone
finds that out the better off every-
one wil] be. That's what I'm hired
for and if I don't deliver I expect to
be canned. I'll protect my players as
long as they protect me.”

Hornsby has only one  hard and
fast rule for his players—they must
deliver. There are no rules about
what time the players go to bed or
what time they get up or what they
do in off hours,

“I belleve in letting ball players
have a lot of rest and sleep,” says
Hornsby. “What's the use of play-
ers getting up early in the morning
if they're ctil] sleepy and have to
sit around the hotel lobby for three
or four hours,

“They don’t have to be In bed at
10 or 11 o'clock. I don't care what
the players do when they're off the
field. They can play golf, fish,
swim, or do whatever they want to.
They can sing, dance or cut up.
“But when they are on the field
all that's out, I don’t want to hear
any talk about girls, stocks and
lronds or anything but baseball. They
can't even smoke as long as they are
in uniform.”

Hornsby doesn't anticipate any
trouble with any of his players.
‘My greatest trcxble will be to

keep them from hitting into double
plays.” he says.

the party of proletarian organiza-
tions.

The Sole Test

Independent creative effort is un-
thinkable in the present stage of the
Bolshevik undertaking. The sole test
of any work of art is its uscfulness
to the Five-Year Plan and the other
inunediate objectives of the revolu-
tion. Not until those objectives are
achieved can the proletariat relent in
its surveillance of art, scholarship
