A resident ofsMontague, who has
been a clerk in his uncle’s store over
fifty years ago at Orwell Head, wriltes
the following information concerning
their produce, eggs, milk and poultry
today, to fifty years ago. The writen
says that the farmer’s wife had to
give eight dozen of eggs for one
pound of tea and four bushels of oats
for the same quantity. Flour was
then from ten to twelve dollars a
barrel, sugar T7c., molasses 50c.,
cottons and prints of all kinds were
from 16 to 25c. per yard, hoots and
shoes dearer than they are now, and
the farmer was only getting 16c. per
bushel for his oats and potatoes, one
dollar for a lamb, $2.00 for a sheep,
$10 to $15 for his best cow, $68 to
$70 for his best horse. The only art-
icle that was cheap then was Scotch
whiskey, which was sold for 80c. per
gallon, and is now sold at Montague
for 80c. a pint. Now on P, E. Is-
land the farmer can get 8 lbs. of
tea for 8 doz. of eggs and 8 lbs. of
tea for 4 hushels of oats, and 60c.
per bushel for his potatoes and if
you don't grow wheat you can get a
barrel of flour at the Montague mills
for $4.50. No better flour a person
wants in his house. Cottons, prints
and all kinds of dry goods at half
the price they were 50 years ago.
And now I think the farmer should
be rich when he gets $5 for a sheap,
$3 for a lamb, $30 to $60 for a cow,
$150 to $250 for a horse, §1 for a
hundred pounds of milk to be made
into hutter or cheese, Now the farm-
ers should prosper as they are doing
when they get such prices to what
the farmer of lifty years ago was get-
ting. (Great contrast between the
year 1857 and year 1912 when 1
pound of tea can be bought now for
12 eggs, and then for 96 eggs. Year
