In the United States the constitu-
tion gives the President much more
absolute ppwer than is entrusted to
the King under our system of Gov-
ernment. He chooses his own cabinet
without recourse to the Tongress or
the people for endorsement or ap-
proval. 1ts members are nat Repre-

ble to either House. They are res-
ponsible only to the President, who
can remove them at will. His veto
power on legislation that does not
meet his views is exercised more fre-
quently in a year than the King's
veto is in the term of a long reign.
A strong, capable and persistent Pre-
sident steadily enlarges his sphere of
control. Thus the Executive increas-
es its dominance. We are going the
same rcad in Canada, the way of cen-
tralising power -at Ottawa. Every
year the Dowminion counts for more
and the individual Province for less.
In revenues the Dominion bulks large
and most of the Provinces small. The
sixty majority which the dominant
party holds in the Senate were virtu-
ally placed thera by the Premier him-
self.
