RUTHLESS WARFARE EXTEND-
ED TO THE INCAPACITATED.

(Canadian Press Cespatch.)

LONDON, Feb. 13—The Foreign
Office has issued a statement showing
tiap just before the rupture of dip-
lomatic relations between Germany
and the United States, ~ Germany,
through an American channel, notified
Great Britain that she would no.lon-
ger permit, as heretofore, the trans-
portation of British and
German incapacitated war
prisoners on hospital ships to and
from Holland, such method of trans-
portation heing, “no longer considered
safe, owing to changes which have oc
curred.”

1t was added that henceforth trans-
portation would only’ be permitted on
either Dutch paddle wheel steamships,
which guaranteed safe conduct from
the German side, or by hospital ships
to Southern France, outside the pro-

| hibited maritime zone, and thence to

Switzerland,

The German notification further an-
nounced that the transporf of sever-
ely wounded English was temporarily
suspended until Great Britain replied
to thie note.
