Federal Government
Considering the
Duncan Report

OTTAWA, Feb. 8. — Acting upon
one of the recommendations in the
Duncan report on Maritime claims,
it is understood the federal 'gov-
eroment is now drafting . legisla-
tion giving it power to appoint a
harbor commission at Halifax, also
it 18 learned, the enabling legisla-
tion passed some time ago for the
naming of a harbor board’ for St.
John s being reviewed to ascer-
cain if any further powers are re-
quired to make a harbor commis-
sion at St. John a fact.

The recommendation in the Dun-
can Report on this question, reads,
in part:

“We recommend that, in respect
of each of these two harbors, (Hali-
fax and St. John), the Federal \Gov-|
ernment should establish a statut-
ory harbor commission, whose
ousiness it would be to see that
the port facilities are developed on
such a scale as will gradually—
but by no means slowly— create
channels through which trade can
expand both winter and summer.”

Home Bank Depos-
itors Have Receiv-
ed $2,748,282

OTTAWA, Feb. 9. —Home Bank
depositors have received to date a
total of $3,748,282 from the Federal
government. A statement was
tabled in+ the Hougse of Commons
today showing that during 1926 the
Department of Finance. paid claim-
ants on the defunct bank a sum of
$1,898,413. In 1926, the amount
