pear enough promise held in the ef-
forts under way to halt a tendency
toward incrensed pessimism, The ral-
1y in New York at the weekend, apart
from the fact that it was fully due in
a techpical market sense, appeared to
reflect a calmer appraisal of domes-
tic and foreign conditions, and im-
provement in retail trade as a stimu-
latlon to general business sentiment,
although week-end surveys revealed
little change in baslc industrial con-
ditlons on this continent.

A study of investment returns, re-
veals a long list of highly attractive
yields on stocks which in many in-
stinces represent the very backbone
of the Dominion. It is very evident
that before the depression has been
left behind and a complete readjust-
ment of economlie affairs achieved,
downward changes in many instances
may bhe necessary, but in ‘many chses
a stuly of returns would suggest a
market condition, and an ignoring of
individual cases.
