They were more than
star-gazers, they were anxious
searchers nct to be beaten off in
their endeavour. And o where
others saw nothing but a child,
they saw, because - taey
searched for Him, a king.

We read that Ceasar came and
saw and conguered; but thee three
wise men came and saw and wor-

ipped; and to hip is some-
times better than to conquer, if
they be not identical before God's
Throne.»That is an exquisite title
waich John Bunyan gives to the
Church. Ycu remember that he
calls it the House Beautiful. When
you come into the House Beautiful
which s the Church tae supreme
question is, what do you see? It all
depends cn what you come to see.
If you seek to find fault you shall
find it very easily, for neither
preaching nor singing nor praying
is ever perfect. If you seek the
fellowship of men and wcmen you
saall get it, for in the sanctuary
men and wWomen gather. But if you
seek for more than that, if you
seek light and guidance, if you seek
power to lve well, and power to
die well, then poor though our
wership be, never a cervice shall
pass but you shall be blesszd by
seeing what you scught.

concerned with the fishing indus-
try, reports Mr. J.J. Larabee, Sup-
ervisor of Fisheries for the Prov-
ince Statistics will not be com-
pletely compiled until late in Jan-
uary but indications are that there
will be a substantial increase in
production and dollar gain, as com-
pared with the year 1944, in pract-
cally all fisheries engaged in by
Island fishermen.

Lobsters again lead In Prince Ed-
ward Island’s commercial fisher-
les Last year they represented
more than half of the total mark-
eted value of provincial fisheries
production and they will play an
equally important rele in 1945 Cod,
hake. herring, mackerel, sinelts and
oysters rank next after lobsters in
preductive  importance and con-
tributory forces to Island fisheries
revenue.

Lebster landings for the past few
years have been increasing’ and
there is no doubt that this is due
to a large extent to thz establish-
ment of the 7-inch minimum sire
limit  Lessening the drain cn
stocks cf small lobsters bv requiring
that any wiich find thefr way ir
fishermen's traps while still under
ceven inghes in length must be .re-
turned alive to the water is having

For some years
smelts were shipped ungraded but
with the establishment of compul-
sory grading. previous unfavorable
competition with the other Mari-
time Provinees no longer exists and
smelt fishermen are benefiting
greatly as a result

Another large contributing factor
to Island fisheries production js the
cyster industry, and both public
beds and leased areas nave yieldad
satisfactorv retuins to date. This
is especiaily true of the public beds
in Queens County which show
greatly increased proguction this
year as areas previously depleted in
the East and West Rivers have
made, and are still making, a rapid
comeback and have produced a
goad quality oyster for which a sat-
sifctory price has been received

In 1945, a7 in the vrevious vear,
Island producers have played an
important role in supplying canned
fish for UNRR A, anrd with
the continued need of all kinds of
foods in the European countries,
fishermen with increased activity
will' resume fishine overations in
the raring in order to meet the de-
mands at home and abroad.
