The only difference is that you
use a negative film instead of a lan-
tern.slide and project the image on
light-sensitive paper instead of a
silver screen. By masking out the
undesired parts of the negative you
keep them from reaching the paper.
Any photo shop will explain this and
other details more fully for you.

Enlargements may be of almost
any size. Any good negative, no mat-
ter how small, may be “blown up” to
make a picture five or six times the
size of the eriginal. A sharp 2% x
8% inch film will easily give you a
sparkling: 8 x 10 inch enlargement.
But that is by no means the limit.
Enlargements have been made to
cover an entire wall of a room. But
such jobs are not recommended for
folks such as ourselves. (Not unless
you’re wealthy.)

A word about subjects for enlarge-
ments—particularly if they’re to be
used as gifts. Choose pictures that
will mean something to the recipi-
ents. A shot of Fido trying to climb
a tree after Cleo, the cat, will be
vastly appreciated by big brother or
sister away at college, but it won’t
mean very much to Aunt Cynthia
who doesn’t care for either dogs or
cats.

Some of the best enlargements
we've seen have been landscapes—
or seascapes. Mountains usually
make good pictures. But if they’re
to be given as remembrances, choose
landscapes familiar to those who
will get the pictures.

MATURITYIN
SOY BEANS

(Exprimental Farms Note)

8oybean varieties, like those of
many other crops, vary considerably
in the number of days which they
require to mature. This is probably
one of the most important facts
to bear in mind in connection with
the growing of this crop, for success
or failure probably depends more
upon this one thing than upon
anything else. Therefore, the im-
portance of choosing a suitable
variety of soybeans from the stand-
point of maturity cannnt be over-
estimated. Varieties which ripen
normally and produce high yields in
Western Ontario may be entirely

and immaturity when grown in
Eastern Ontario and in Quebec, or
other parts of the Dominion, where
the season is comparatively short.

Tests ducted for a ber of
years at Ottawa, by the Division of
Forage Plants, show that the varie-
ties included require variously from
100 days to 130 days to ripen. Some
of course, do not ripen at all. Lack
of maturity has been found to affect
the ylelds of seed. The same varie-
ties which have yielded the highest
in tests conduoted at the Dominion
Experimental Station, Harrow, in
Western Ontario, have been found
to be among the lowest in yield when
grown at Ottawa.

The winter of 1914-1916 - saw a

ing in Flanders. Frustrated in their
desperate efforts to reach the Chan-
nel Ports, the Germans had occup-
ied their time consolidating their
position in Belgium, which country
had been completely overrun.

At sea the hostile naval forces
were not inactive. The . German
campaign afloat was featured by a
series of raids on English seacoast
towns.  Yarmouth, Scarborough,
Hartlepool—all had been visited by
German cruisers which, descending
swiftly on these defenceless ports,
subjected them to severe shelling
and then made off. Civilian casual-
ties were heavy in each case.

Twenty years ago today, on Jah.

conditions which do not permit of
normal development of the seed.
Maturity also affects the moisture
content of the seed which in soy-
beans should not be more than 13 to
14 per cent for satisfactory storage.
Immature seed may carry anywhere
from 20 to 30 per cent of moisture.
Such seed cannot be stored safely
in the ordinary way. Where the
seed is to be used for oil extraction
purposes the mills usually reduce
the price per bushel to the grower

-for each one per cent of moisture

over 14 per cent. Therefore ade-
quate maturity is important from
many standpoints. Even where soy-
beans are to be used for hay, early
maturity, sufficient to allow the
crop to be cut at the proper stage
in good hay-making’ weather is an
importan consideation.

As a result of the above mentioned
tests it has been found that for
districts with conditions similar to
those prevailing at Ottawa soybean
varieties should mnot require more
than 120 days to reach maturity.

~ OPPOSES HOUSING
" ON BLOCK SYSTEM

An gttack on the proposals
rehouse people in blocks - of flats
was made by Sir Raymond Unwin,
prominent architect, in an address
to the Women’s ~National Liberal
Federation in Londopn, Eng. He de-
scribed tenements . as “stalls In
wholesale stables,” and said blund-
ers enough has been made in allow-
ing London to grow up in a con-
solidated mass. . .

“That you will have to have some
flat ‘buildings,” he said ‘I do
deny for a moment, but they are not
proper places in which to bring up
a family, nor do they lead to a
happy family life. Théy do not lead
to health among the people and
they do not lead to community life,
which is most important of all.

“It is very well for people like us
to live in a flat” he added. Ak “We
can get away for the'week-end, and
to our clubs, and to the . theatres.
But the people with low incomes,
the 2,000,000 unemployed, and -all
the rest who are to be'housed in
these tenements, these are the very
people who will suffer worst from
this confined life.”

It costs a good deal more to
house families in one of these tene-
ments than it did to house them in
little  cottage  dwellings - with
gardens on the outskirts of London,
