Before I had
any opportunity of speaking she
quietly informed. me that she
didn't want me to interfere A with
her diet in any way ag she llkgd
good things to eat. She next said
that she hated exercise and so
wouldn't want to take any exercise.
And fnally, while I listened in
astonishment, she said that ghe
did like to rest; in fact she never
arose until noon each day.

My reply was courteous, I be-
lieve, but brief, “Madam, there are
just three avenues by which
weight is reduced, —less food, more
exercise, less sleep—and you have
clesed them all. I can't help you.”

And similarly with increasing
weight; there are just the same
three ways, but of course, using
the opposite method —more food,
less exercise, (In the sense of be-
ing on the feet so much), and more
sleep.

Beginning with fced, shere is
often the difficulty of a poor ap-
petite, a small stomach or a stom-
ach that hangs low because ot no
supporting fat. However food can
be made more attract've in ap-
pearance Sg as to stimulate the
“brain appetite” —eyes. sense of
smell—thus causing more digestive
Juices to be poured out not only
in the mouth but by the stomach,
liver and pancreas also. One of
first things taught a nurse is to
make the serving tray attractive
to stimulate the patient’s appetite.
And even if the appetite is poor a
little more food than s “wanted”
can be safely taken and digested
by one who is underweight.

The spec'al foods to eat are
the “concentrated" foods, foods
rich in food value — fat meats,

cream, extra butter on vegetables
and bread; more sugar in tea and
coffee and also in desserts; more
milk, cocoa, and chocolate; eggs.
Fruits and vegetables should be
taken- daily to prevent constipa-
tion,

In regard to exerciae, Just
enongh walking in the fresh air
chould be taken to stimulate the
apretite and also help to prevent
constipation.

Sleep or rest is about as  im-
portant as food in increasing
weight. Rest or sleep means that
only about one-quarter to one-
third of work is being done by the
body as when cre is standing or
walking about. Thus an extra hour
of real sleep or rest during the day
or nieht can he a big factor in in-
creasing we‘ght.

Remember, then, whether in-
creasing or decreasing weight,
there are  juct three points to
wa;ch*food. exercise, sleep or
rest.

Imperial Conference, this column
offered several hints about the

things that were likely to occupy
the spotlight of attention at this
momentous gathering of the re-
presentatives from the various sec-
tions of the British Empire, and
with the passage of time, these
hints have turned out to bes act-
ualities.

But tnere are other
which have been considered
London during these official and
unofficial gatherings, and these
important decisions have not been
disclosed. At least this is the op-
inion which prevails along Parlia-
ment Hill these days, where cer-

subjects
in

tain subjects and policies are
known to be a matter of deep
thought even amongst the of-

ficials who carry out the policies
of the Government in power and
it is only through contact with
these permament officials that any
inkling can b2 obtained of ‘what is
happening.

One thing appears certain, and
that is that Canada is playing the

role as interpreter between the
British Empire and. the United
States, with definite indications

that some history-making deal is
being formulated between Great
Britain, United States and Canade,
whereby the Dominion would
make certain big concessions. to
the United States from an econ-
omic point of view, and a balance
would be created by Canada being
released from her obligations to
the Empire in the gigantic defen-
sive programme of the Common-
wealth.

It is a carefully figured out
policy on the part of Canada since
everyone of the arrangements wiil
likely lead to certain economic
benefits for the Dominion and
also satisfy sectional differences
that exist in this country. It
would pacify the many elements in
Canada who are opposed to re-
armament on a giant scale. and
which would have been necessary

if Canada was to carry out her
proportional contribution to the
defensive costs of the Empire. It

means that Canada will not stand
in the way of a clearing of the
international trade channels which
the British policy entails in order
to preserve peace amongst the na-
tions of the world. It will permit
Great Britain to make a deal with
the United States along economic
lines, without offending or in any
way competing seriously with any
of her Dominions who do a large
scale business with the American re-
public. Then again, it is the only
way in which President Roosevelt
may help world peace to become an
actuality without in a harsh man-
ner stepping on the toes of Am-
erican sensitiveness about ming-
ling in foreign affairs on the Eur-
opean continent since there is no
doubt that the American masses
are absolutely opposed to any en-
tanglements that wyl recall the
sad history of the past World War
and the subsequent default of the
nations to pay their war debts to
the United States Government.

The new scheme has the name,
the colouring and general appear-
ance of a big business deal with
the nations of the world getting
together to create the policy of
freer trade, to weaken nationalism
in certain spots on this globe, to
return to the gold standard, and
otherwise to do things that would
avoid a general conflagration ahd
chaos.

In return for Canada's conces-
sions and general helping hand to
the Empire, it is understood
amongst the expert and experi-
enced observers fn Ottawa that
Great Britain will transport cer-
tain industries to the Dominion in
such a way as to benefit mutual-
ly both the Motherland and the
Canadian people. Out of this
maze, the most consistent story is
that Great Britain would establish
in Canada certain industries that
can be developed here, and which
would do the Dominion a lot of
good from an economic point of
view. This move would be an act-
uality because Canada can supply
cheap manufacturing power for
these big industries, and also sup-
ply the raw materials. It can also
be. carried out in order to relieve

There are certain movements
that suggest that this plan o
policy has been formulating for

months, and the actions of the
Dominion Government corrobot -
ate this opinion of the expert ob-
servers. It was noted that when
Premier King had picked his’ dele.
gation for the Imperial Confer-
ence, these delegates included an
unsually large number of immigra-
tion experts. In fact, the Hon T}
A. Crerar, who is the Minister of
Immigration, occupied a very pro-
minent role in all plans for the
Imperial Conference, and although
he took along with him certain
very well-known experts from the
Department  of Immigration at
Ottawa, yet it.was a dark zecret
what these men had done, whom
they had seen or what work they
had accomplished at the conclus-
lons of their interviews with Bri-
tish officials. It was also obsery-
ed that Grahame Towers, Gover-
nor of the Bank of Canada, left
for London at the same time as
these officials, and although ' his
mission was stated to be merely
one of “routine” only, it was learn-
ed that a pecullar  coincidence
brought other leading central bank-
ers to London at the very same
time, and all reports indicated that
they were in secret meeting every
day of the week for about twe
weeks time, But the greatest in-
dication came from the marked
silence that followed when a pro-
minent British statesman, whose
hame is a household word through-
out the Empire, told a newspaper-
man in an informal talk that ha
believes that “Canada will some
day become the key-stone of the
industrial arch of the British Em-
pirg," This statement was never
denied by the Dominion Cabinet,
and expert observers in QOttawa
know that this means tacit agree-
ment,
