Maritimers with previous army
or naval service who enlist in the
interim and regular RCAF. as
career airmen will now receive
credit for their previous service i
the form of a higher rank classifi-

cation on  enlistment, it is an-
nounced by Sqdn Ldr. D.W. Dick-
son, chief recruiting officer for

Eastern Air Command.

Notmally greundcrew recruit on-
listing in" the R.C without
previous army or naval service is
glven the rank of  Aircraftsman
and. class, but under the new plan
recruits who have served at least
6 months in the army or navy will
be enlisted as'  Alrcraftman 1st.
Class and those with at l~ist 18
months previous service will be
given the classification of Leading
Aircraftman on enlistment. This

increase in pay in recognition of
an R.C.AF. recruit's previous ser-
vice experience, and still higher
rates of pay are available for a'r-
Mmen who qualify as skilled ades-
mem at a trade test on enlistment.
Thus a recruit with 18 months
previous service in the army or
navy who qualifies as a skt oo
tradesman in Group 2 on  enlist-
ment receives approximately  $20
to $25 a month more than the ve=-
cruit without previous service ex-
Perlence. As higher trade group-
ngs are obtained trade pay In-
creases Proport&onately regardless
y of rank. For unskilled re-
cruits enlisting in the “Standard”
grouping credit is given for prev-
ious service in the higher rates of
pay for AC 1's and LAC's without
trade pay.

Good Response

Bffect of the new arrangement
is already belng reflected in the
fact that Eastern Air Command
has enlisted 100 per cent of its re-
cruiting quota iIn  recent weeks.
The R.CAF. at the moment Is
seeking recruits for all ground-
crew trddes but more particualarly
the demand is for airframe .ne-
chanics, protographers, telephone
men, wireless operators and clerks
accountiaig. Photographers are not
required to have previous trade
experience but must have educat-
ional qualifications equal to
grade eleven or junior mat -iculate
bon. Recruits in this trade will be
trained at government expeus: at
the R.C.AF.  photographic -stab-
lishment at Rockcliffe, near 1t
tawa which, incidentally, s be-
lieved to be the only photographic
establishment in Canada where it
is possible to obtain a complete
course of training n ground and
aerial photography.

Falconwood King Bessie is the
name of the first Holstein sire
bred or owned im the Maritimes to
qualify for a “Class Extra” rating
in Selective Registration. He s
owned by George A. Godfrey &
Son, North Wiltshire, P. E. I. and
was bred in the Falconwood Farm
herd at Charlottetown. Since the
“Extra” class was establish-d in
1927 “King” s only the fifteenth
Canadian Holstein to qualify for
the award.

“King” was purchased from the
Falconwoed Farm by George A.
Godfrey & Son in 1839 when only
six months old and has been de-
veloped entirely in their “Lilac
ge” herd and that of their
neighbours, Arthur Smith, .eon-
ard Bowman and Lloyd McLeod,
all of Wiltshire.

In order to qualify as an “Extra”
sire, 63 percent of “King's" avail-
able daughters were graded at
least Good Plus in Selective Regis=
tration. One was classified as Very
Good and eleven as Good Plus. All
received this designation as first
calf heifers, indicating an unusual
degree of excellenice in his daughte
ers. So far, four of his daughters
