plain of too few closets and store.
rooms, but it's often possible to add
these conveniences even to a housd
you've been occupying for years. For
instance, every house should have
an ample cloak room near the en-
trance door af least one closet in
each bedroom; a linen closet, and a
closet for some other storage space
for the necessary cleaning utensils,
such as vacuum cleaner, carpet
sweeper, brooms, etc. Where two
peop.e occupy one bedroom there
should be two closets, If the house
has a nuwsery, a toy closet helps
keep the room “picked up.”” A
closet in the attic for the storage
of out-of-season clothes is a great
convenience if space is available,
Kitchen closets are frequently re-
placed by exposed kitchen cabinets
these days, as the space can be used
more economically in this way, and
the cabinets are considered more
sanitary and more ¢onvenient.

A coat closet should be at least
24 inches deep with a clothes rod
for coats, a shelf for hats, and a
shelf for rubbers and galoshes.
Clothes closets should be between
22 and 30 inches deep; the door or
doors should be so wide that the
entire closet is exposed when open-
ed. If the opening will be more than
32 inches it would be better to hang
a pair of doors, as one door widel
than that requires too much floot
space to swing. A clothes closel
should have a rod, a shelf, and
either a shoe shelf at the base or
a shoe rack on the back of the door.
One closet door in each bhedroom
should hold a mirror. It is better
to place this on the inside of the
door rather than on the outside.
Linen closets should have af
least five shelves the full width of
the closet and about 24 inches deep
to take folded sheets.

If some open space in a utility
room or laundry or other work
area ocan be used for the storage
of the cleaning utensils without
enclosing them behind doors it is
better, for olly rags and dust mope,
ete, when tightly enclosed form a
fire hazard. So if a closet is used
for storing these things, there
should be grilles in the doors to al-
low ventilation.
